Maybe this was for measurements in preparation for the shift from 1062. The signal level was much lower
than for the current 50 kW transmitter.

882 - According to Mitteldeutscher Rundfunk they will close the 882 kHz transmitter at Wachenbrunn on
Julylst, 2011.

From July Ist the transmitter has been running a loop announcing the closure and advising listeners to tune
to DAB or in some areas also to 783 kHz. (Olle Alm)

Philippines

648 - Per latest NTC listing DYXR 648 kHz Cebu, Philippines has changed call to DYRC.

Noted by Bruce Portzer in PAL to have been silent, but was due to reactivate in late 2010. I will learn in a
few days if that has happened.

Now operated by Manila Broadc Company (MBC), located in Talisay City, a southern suburb of Cebu. Last
time [ was in the area, three years ago, DYXR was Aksyon Radyo, and I noted a weak DZRH relay // 666
kHz whenever DYXR was silent. I was looking for the stations in Isabela and Palawan, but could not
confirm. With MBC now operating I expect a clean DZRH relay from DYRC.

Up the dial, NTC lists DYRC 1395 also Cebu to have changed call to DYXR, so a swap has taken place.
1395 was silent in 2008, leaving DZVT San Jose as the dominant along with an unid DZRH relay. If the
call swap indicates DYXR now operated by Cebu Bctg Company has reactivated, 1395 is closed to "DX" in
the neighborhood.

John Gaunt loses appeal against Ofcom ruling ........ccccoovviiiiiiiniiiniiinncennens 17 juni, 2011
Broadcaster Jon Gaunt has lost his appeal against an Ofcom ruling that he

broke broadcasting rules by calling a councillor a ‘Nazi’ and ‘ignorant pig’ OF-C:Dm
on live radio. Gaunt made the comments during a heated interview with HESSEESET S
Councillor Michael Stark on his TalkSport show in November 2008.

The interview focused on Redbridge Council’s decision to ban smokers from being foster parents.

Gaunt accused the councillor of being a ‘Nazi’, a ‘health Nazi’ and an ‘ignorant pig’ after Mr Stark
defended the council’s stance.

The show attracted 53 complaints to Ofcom and a subsequent investigation found that it had breached the
Broadcasting Code.

Last summer Gaunt appealed to the High Court that Ofcom’s ruling had infringed his right to freedom of
expression.

The High Court backed Ofcom’s decision and today three Court of Appeal judges rejected Gaunt’s appeal
against that High Court decision.

The Court of Appeal agreed that the interview had an extremely aggressive tone combined with constant
interruptions, was full of insults, ranting, and lacked any substantive content and that it was a breach of

During an interview broadcast to BBC buildings around the country where staff got
the chance to put questions to the new Chairman, Mr Patten said he had 'probably more than any other
previous chairman, reason to be grateful to World Service', following his time working abroad. He added
that part of his job is to explain to licence fee payers why their money should support the service now it's
part of the BBC's core budget rather than funded directly by central Government. He added that he wasn't
optimistic about reversing planned cuts, but said Director General Mark Thompson and the BBC executive
are aware of his views on the service.

BBC staff magazine Ariel reports on Lord Patten's chat with Newsnight's Martha Kearney, with the
incoming chairman calling the Beeb 'the greatest broadcasting organisation in the world' and saying the
BBC exemplified national life, as shown by its comprehensive coverage of last Friday's Royal Wedding. He
revealed he is a Radio 4 listener, calling it the best radio service in the world 'for people like me'.

Patten was also asked whether the BBC could meet its savings target without cutting output. He replied that
it would be demanding and said the focus on maintaining and raising quality 'may impact on programmes'.
"I don't think the BBC can avoid some difficult choices," he added. "But I hope it can avoid cutting whole
services - I hope. If the BBC is going to live within this settlement we delude ourselves if we hink it can do
