”Prompted by a message on the "Bclnews" list and blog, in the evening of Sth
October I gave a try to 1476 kHz where a new lItalian station was announced to be
testing. Medjugorje Italia Tv was the given name. A signal, in the range of S5-7, was
there at 20.45 UTC, as you can witness in this video. Despite the religious
denomination, the broadcaster was hitting the waves with a music loop including
Lady Gaga's "Alejandro" and "Poker Face". Id was given only one time in the whole
cycle, and it revealed also the e-mail address “medjugorjeitaliatv[at]libero.it”. At
present day, my report to that addy, sent on 7th October, is still pending. However,
starting from that info, I was able to find an online source for Medjugorje Italia Tv:
a website referring to a television channel, which seems to be offline. Playing a bit
with the DNS lookup, you'll discover a name tied to previous "experimental”
broadcasting experiences in the lake Garda area, like Tele Giovanni Paolo Il (which
had an MW outlet too, on 1620 kHz). I won't go further on this, nor I did check the
following nights the signal, even if someone wrote it's quite good as it's from the
same transmitting site (and antenna) of Challenger Radio (in Padova, Villa Estense).
As a matter of fact, the only MW licensed broadcasting in Italy is from Rai, the
national public radio. Everything else, comes from borderline interpretations of few
lines on a law, and — as such — it's undefined in its future life. Aside this, I still can't
see how listeners can enjoy a music loop for the whole night!”

The promotional material
and the station ID you describe and which I heard in the recording you furnished
matches the station’s format precisely. The material you recorded is broadcast at
the top of each hour by KNML, program continuity permitting.

FM. Subject to further technical analysis, across the UK the stations which BBC management would expect
to continue to transmit in Medium Wave include Radio 5 Live, BBC Asian Network, BBC Radio Jersey,
BBC Radio Guernsey, BBC Gloucester, BBC Derby, Radio Scotland, Radio Wales and Radio
Ulster/Foyle.”

198 BBC Droitwich - The BBC’s famous Long Wave radio broadcasts are being kept on air by a small
number of glass valves and the service will cease once they reach the end of their life.

The Guardian newspaper reports that the BBC has bought up every known valve of the correct type it can
get its hands, and could now be down to its last 10. The Network manager confirmed that they had 10
valves “protected by cotton-wool”, but he also said that a valve could have 10 years operational life.

The service requires pairs of the valves to transmit its service on 198 kHz Long Wave from the BBC’s
famous Droitwich, Worcestershire site and its twin 700 foot-high radio masts.

The valves aren’t easy or cheap to get hold of but what is really sinking the service is the BBC’s
willingness to keep paying for it in the medium and long term in the light of financial cuts announced by
the organisation last week.

Currently the service is used for an eccentric collection of programmes including cricket test matches,
coverage of Parliament and shipping forecasts and it is the latter as much as anything that explains the point
of keeping the service; long wave radio signals propagate reliably over long distances, especially at night
and regardless of the weather, which is good for remote shipping.

The number of listeners is tiny compared to FM, AM and DAB services operated by the BBC and is seen as
a hangover from the radio systems of the past.

"This is technology that is becoming obsolete. Digital radio now reaches 97 percent of the population, and
there is plenty time to find new homes for long wave-only programmes," Radio 4 network manager Denis
Nowlan told The Guardian.

On that note the Government is supposed to switch over completely to DAB from analogue radio by 2015,
or when 50 percent of the population is using the technology, whichever comes first. With DAB listening
rates stuck somewhere between 15 percent and 25 percent, this looks likely to take longer than originally

Legal issues currently prevent the Guernsey States meetings being made available online and the only way
to hear them is via the public gallery in the States Chamber or on BBC Guernsey on 1116AM.

This month Mercia FM, Coventry and Warwickshire’s local commercial station for 31 years, will move to
Birmingham. Once the station with the highest weekly reach of any station in England (at an unsurpassed
60%) Mercia Sound, established by John Bradford (latterly head of the Radio Academy) will leave Hertford
Place Coventry and move in with BRMB, the Birmingham station.

Both are now owned by the Orion group backed by the TSB, although Beacon, the Wolverhampton station
will remain located in the Black Country. Orion claims the relocation is to save building costs and is
possible as a result of relaxation in Ofcom rules. Last weekend a group of 30 executives, sales executives,
journalists and presenters from the station’s Mercia Sound days in the 1980s gathered at Hertford Place to
say farewell to the building that had played host to one of the UK’s most successful commercial stations.

Radio 4's long-wave transmission will soon be history

Since the 1930s, the BBC's Radio 4 has reached homes through its 198 kilohertz long-wave service, but this
era will soon be over.

As Dennis Nowlan, the network manager for the station explained, 97 per cent of the population now tune-
in to the station through digital radio and further access is ensure online and via analogue FM radio.

The reason why the service will no longer be available is however of a technical nature. The valves used to
transmit the signal are no longer manufactured and the BBC had already bought up the last remaining parts
to secure its long-wave service. When the one of the last two valves, currently service blows, the service
will therefore no longer be transmittable.

The BBC's director-general, Mark Thompson however said that digital radio and analogue FM will be able
to accommodate parts of the long-wave programme. In recent years, long-wave had broadcast more
traditional radio programmes such as the Test Match Special and a full version of Yesterday in Parliament.

The long-wave signal, which began its transmission in 1926, is presently used by 90,000 homes across the
UK and reaches Ireland as well as parts of mainland Europe.

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FCC blesses power-saving AM transmission method

Back in the days when utility power cost a fraction of a cent per kilowatt-hour, AM broadcasters didn’t
worry too much about the efficiency of their transmitters. But with rates in remote areas like Alaska and
Hawaii now pushing 50 cents per kilowatt-hour, the FCC has now signed off on "Modulation Dependent
Carrier Level" technology that promises to make AM transmitters anywhere from 20-40% more efficient.
The technology (which also goes by proprietary names such as "Dynamic Carrier Control" and "Amplitude
Modulation Companding") isn’t new — it’s been used on AM in Europe and elsewhere for years, and
shortwave broadcasters and amateur radio operators have used versions of it for decades. It’s also been
authorized for experimental use in Alaska, where high power bills are a particular burden in rural areas. Not
all engineers are excited about the technology; on older radios. Even the FCC itself acknowledges that the
reduction of an AM signal’s carrier level when there’s no audio being modulated may degrade stations’
signal-to-noise ratios and reduce audio quality. They also say it may complicate HD Radio transmission.
But the manufacturers supporting the technology — including Harris and Nautel, which say they’re ready to
put MDCL-compliant transmitters on the market right away — say their studies show any degradation would
be minimal. Broadcasters seeking to use MDCL technology can now ask the FCC for a waiver of Rule
73.1560(a), which normally prohibits a station from operating at less than 90% of its licensed power. The
Commission notes that it expects stations using MDCL to turn the technology off, as needed, to allow other
stations to take accurate field-strength measurements.

W och K kan man ganska latt
klara ut. Vokalerna ocksa, men PTK B D S F C och Z &r avsevart svarare.

Om man inte har tillgang till en tabell — en handledning, eller en sakkunnig att fraga - blir det forstas etter
varre. FOr ca 50 ar sen var det tre personer som samtidigt - och live — fick vara med om att héra en
filippinare pa 940 kHz gjorde sitt intdg i en stuga i Tvaralund. Stationen var ny och fanns inte i nagon
tabell. Vi enades om DZPB. Men det visade sig vara fel. Det var DZTD. Brevet kom anda fram eftersom vi
hade uppfattat bolagsnamnet och stationsorten.

Nar man i efterhand lyssnar pa inspelningen kommer forstas aha-upplevelsen: ”Sjutton ocksa att jag inte
horde det pa en gang!”

Sa langt nar det géller engelska. Och hur ar det pa spanska da?

Om anropssignaler fortfarande gallde fullt ut i Latinamerika skulle vi ha ett evinnerligt problem med B och
V, for de uttalas lika (utom i Argentina), och med W, for det ar en bokstav som uttalas olika i skilda lander.

Aven i vanligt tal dr det svart att skilja mellan 60 och 70 p& spanska. | stérda lagen blir det mycket svarare.
Man kan fa fors sig att det ar 50, 80 eller 90 i stéllet.

Pa portugisiska ar svarigheterna inte lika patagliga. ZY heter likadant i hela Brasilien, och i stallet for
svarhoérda seis sager man méia.

”Ord och inga visor”

Att det dven i vardagligt tal — inte bara inom radion - gar att missuppfatta hela ord vet vi ocksa. Manga av
vara utlandska laneord ar ofta ganska férvanskade innan de inforlivas i vart eget sprak.

Vi tycker det Iater underligt nar spansktalande sager Estocolmo eller Copenhague, men reflekterar kan
inte pa att vart uttal av Barcelona later minst sagt 16jligt i spanska (eller katalanska) 6ron.

Att ta fram ett nytt namn eller stationsslogan utan att kunna snegla pa ett skriftligt underlag ar egentligen
ganska ogorligt for en person som inte talar spraket. En engelsman misslyckas kanske med att uppfatta
”Radio Bethel” pa spanska darfor att ordet “Bethel” pa engelska uttalas med laspljud och annorlunda
betoning.

Men &ven infodda kan ibland misslyckas med att aterge ett nytt namn.

Jag minns en hotellstdderska pa Kanariedarna som inte uppfattade namnet “Radio Colosal” som danade
ur hogtalaren nar hon kom for att stada. Hur var det mojligt? Visserligen hade hon ingen WRTH, men det
var ju hennes sprak. Ordet var kanske en aning ovanligt som stationsnamn, men inte langt och inte sa
svart att aterge, tyckte jag. Och ordet innehdll tva O:n och ett A vilka alla ar latt att uppfatta dven om man
har nedsatt horsel.

”Colinos” gar ocksd bra

Att aterge, skrev jag. Den glada nyheten jag nu har att komma med ar att bara man lyckas aterge en
slogan pa ett ungefarligt satt, kan det racka for att gora sig forstadd. Ett tydligt exempel ar ”Colinos” ett
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varumarke man ofta rapporterade i svenska tipsbulletiner for 40 ar sedan nar tandkramen Kolynos inte
kommit till landet.

Sa den gladjande nyheten ar att en nonsens-slogan som “la voz del curasind” faktiskt kan fa passera som
ett “horfel” for ”la voz del sur andino”. Jag har varit med om det. Efter |langa och besvirliga
efterforskningar lyckade jag komma den nya peruanska stationen Radio Solar, 1440 AM, pa sparen. Jag
ringde och citerade da ett bandat anrop och berattade om en reklam. Det var deras station, for allt
stamde. Men vilken ar er slogan, fragade jag. Vi ar tre personer som har grunnat véldeliga. Det later som
”la voz del curasind”, men det betyder ju ingenting, klagade jag i telefonen. Jomenvisst, det ar ”La Voz del
Sur andino” som &r var slogan.

Hoppsan, tankte jag, det racker alltsa med att sluddra fram en fras som bara delvis ar ratt. Tank va’ bra!
Men, far jag val tilligga, detta samtal utspelades per telefon och identifikationen var vid det har laget
redan sakerstalld av stationspersonalen.

Jag skickade inspelningen — tack Torolf Johnsson! —till flera av mina korrespondenter och bad om forslag.
Tva personer lyckades tolka slogan korrekt. Ingen av dem ar spansktalande. Det ar mycket skickligt, for
flera andra spansktalande, inklusive infédda och mig sjalv, hade alltsa gatt bet pa tolkningen.
