Broadcasting the Barricades — a story from the 1920s

Mike Shaw, former head of the English department at RNW, sends this fascinating account of a radio
broadcast that took place in Scotland in the 1920s. It is taken from a new book, published yesterday, about
the first 50 years of broadcasting in Scotland. Details at the end of the story.

THE BBC On the eve of Halloween, 1938, Orson Welles created what has long been regarded as
IN SCOTLAND a world ‘first’ in radio — the dramatisation of The War of the Worlds that created panic
among many of its listeners persuaded that a genuine Martian invasion was underway.

But more than 12 years earlier the Edinburgh station of what was then the British
Broadcasting Company made headlines of its own with the production for a UK

audience of a highly effective, spoof news report, Broadcasting the Barricades.

The programme was presented by Father Ronald Knox, a popular and respected
commentator for the Catholic Church, successful crime fiction writer and renowned
humorist.

The programme, billed as a talk, began fairly blandly with low-level news and sports results, but soon
switching tone with ‘breaking news’ on crowd disturbances in Trafalgar Square. Their leader was said to be
a Mr Popplebury, the Secretary of the National Movement for Abolishing Theatre Queues. Alternating
between humour and serious news, an announcement was then given that the crowd were preparing to
demolish the Houses Of Parliament using trench mortars, with a further description of the Big Ben clock
tower crashing to the ground.

Knox himself concluded his talk by observing that Greenwich Time would not be given that evening by Big
Ben, but rather from Edinburgh on Uncle Leslie’s repeating watch.

All very innocuous stuff you might imagine. The station director, George L. Marshall had even taken the
precaution of introducing the item with the kind of ‘health warning’ very familiar to today’s listeners and
viewers. But these were different times. The Russian revolution was then less than a decade old, the British
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General Strike already in preparation, and perhaps more than anything else nothing of this kind had ever
been heard before by a population limited to print sources only.

There were miscellaneous genuine and doubtless apocryphal reports of public panic. The government of the
Irish Free State making enquiries to discover whether it was true that the House of Commons had been
blown up? Various civic leaders around the land were reportedly ready to call out the troops. Listeners
allegedly complained of elderly relatives fainting with shock. Good stuff for the press, of course, given that
more than a few newspapers were genuinely delighted to find a way to take to task this new upstart radio
medium which might just put their circulations at risk.

The BBC took all of this very seriously. Apologies were offered that same evening regretting that ‘any
listener should have been perturbed by this purely fantastic picture’. But what happened next?

Significantly, John Reith let it be known that he was satisfied that listeners had been told what to expect and
a man of his own considerable intellect questioned those who were apparently taken in by what were clearly
satirical references. He also appeared to care more about listener reaction than the comments of press or
politicians. It was rumoured north of the UK border that as a good Scotsman he was also impressed by the
surge in applications for radio licences that followed!

George L Marshall must have experienced many sleepless nights until the crisis passed. Perhaps the term
‘learning curve’ may just have entered the broadcasting lexicon at this time? Marshall duly survived and
enjoyed a successful managerial career ending up as Controller, Northern Ireland, where he was not
remembered for any creative risk-taking.....

The BBC has announced proposals to reduce its staffing by 2000 and to save over £700million a year.

BBC local radio takes a huge hit. Every station in England will have to air the same show between 7pm and
10pm. They will all have to carry 5 live in the hours between lam and breakfast.
Medium wave will be removed from stations that have FM (although there are a
number of exceptions) The Asian Network will close down between midnight and 6am
and have its budget cut by a savage 34%.

BBC local radio chief has challenged Mark Thompson to justify his cuts to the corporation's local radio
output while BBC Radio 4 goes "untouched"

BBC Cornwall managing editor Pauline Causey said local stations in England were suffering unfairly
compared to colleagues on Radio 4 and on the BBC networks in the devolved nations. Causey said her
station, which has an annual budget of £1.6m, is facing cuts of 14% as part of the director general's
DS CORMWALL Delivering Quality First initiative (DQF).

s Causey's email, sent to Thompson, echoed concerns being privately expressed by
several BBC executives that Radio 4 was being safeguarded at the expense of the
corporation's local radio output. Causey said BBC Radio 4 had gone "untouched" in the
cuts announced by Thompson last week.

She said the BBC spent three times as much on radio in Scotland, Wales, and Northern
Ireland than it did on local radio in England — on a per capita basis — yet the English
stations were facing the biggest cuts. "We apparently cost too much, and don't have a high enough reach,"
said Causey in her email to Thompson. "Radio Cymru ... costs £16.1m. It reaches 146,000 people.

"Radio Cornwall, our station, at present has a budget of £1.6m. It reaches 142,000 people. We're successful,
local and distinctive." Causey added: "Last week we were told that English regions will need to cut £27m a
year by 2016. 56% of that, £15m, will be cut from local radio," she told Thompson.

DQF, which is aiming to make total savings of £670m, said Radio 4's underlying programme budget would
"stay stable", with less drama and current affairs but more "landmark" programming. Regional television is
also being hit hard, with regional current affairs show Inside Out facing budget cuts of 40%.

"The DQF proposals will protect peak-time programmes when the audience is highest and the output is the
most distinctive ie breakfast, mid-morning and drive time programmes; news, weather and local
information will remain specific to their stations; and stations will retain the ability to stay local when
major stories break.”

End In Sight For Radio 4 Long Wave? ......cccciviiiiiiiiniiiieiiinicinetccascnnnn 10 October, 2011

The BBC’s famous Long Wave (LW) radio broadcasts are being kept on air by a small number of glass
valves and the service will cease once they reach the end of their life.

The Guardian newspaper reports that the BBC has bought up every known valve of the correct type it can
get its hands, and could now be down to its last 10. The Network manager confirmed that they had 10
valves “protected by cotton-wool”, but he also said that a valve could have 10 years operational life.

The service requires pairs of the valves to transmit its service on 198 kHz Long Wave from the BBC’s
famous Droitwich, Worcestershire site and its twin 700 foot-high radio masts. The valves aren’t easy or
cheap to get hold of but what is really sinking the service is the BBC’s willingness to keep paying for it in
the medium and long term in the light of financial cuts announced by the organisation last week.
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Currently the service is used for an eccentric collection of programmes including
cricket test matches, coverage of Parliament and shipping forecasts and it is the
latter as much as anything that explains the point of keeping the service; long wave
radio signals propagate reliably over long distances, especially at night and regardless of the weather, which
is good for remote shipping.

The number of listeners is tiny compared to FM, AM and DAB services operated by the BBC and is seen as
a hangover from the radio systems of the past. This is technology that is becoming obsolete. Digital radio
now reaches 97 per cent of the population, and there is plenty time to find new homes for long wave-only
programmes," Radio 4 network Manager Denis Nowlan told The Guardian.

On that note the Government is supposed to switch over completely to DAB from analogue radio by 2015,
or when 50 per cent of the population is using the technology, whichever comes first. With DAB listening
rates stuck somewhere between 15 per cent and 25 per cent, this looks likely to take longer than originally
envisioned.

Media agencies predict spend in the final quarter is likely to be up by around 7 per cent when compared
with 2010. It is understood that the boost has been driven by national airtime spot revenue and that strong
spend from sectors such as retail, finance and motors has replaced money the Government has spent in
previous years.

Media agency sources suggest all radio groups are contributing to the growth, with a number of them
reporting record revenue hauls in October, although the outlook for next year is uncertain. The absence of
Government money hit the radio ad market during the first quarter of 2011, which was down 8 per cent year
on year, but the medium's fortunes improved with a 5 per cent rise in the second quarter and a 9 per cent

Sunrise Radio keeps Charity Money for S years .......ccccceviiiiiiiniinninnnnn 11 October, 2011

A radio station that raised more than £160,000 to help those affected by the 2004 tsunami and the 2005
Pakistan earthquake held on to the money for more than five years, according to a new report from the
Charity Commission.

Sunrise Radio, a London-based Asian radio station, asked listeners to make donations in response to both
disasters. The commission’s report says that when it opened an investigation into the appeals in November
2010, it discovered that the bank account — set up by the radio station in January 2005 to hold the donations
— contained more than £181,000, which included interest that had accrued since 2005.

As a result of the investigation, the money has been given to two charities that work to relieve need in Sri
Lanka and Pakistan. "The commission considered that, given the nature of disaster appeals, those donating
funds to the appeal would have expected them to have been applied quickly and not six and five years
respectively after they were raised,” the report says.

It says signatories to the Sunrise Radio bank accounts that held the money automatically

became trustees of the money. "The trustees failed to provide a sufficient, satisfactory
explanation or provide evidence to give reason for their delay in applying funds raised by [iiammg
the appeal," it says.

Sunrise Radio is not a charity, but the commission was able to intervene in its appeal because the appeal
was created for charitable purposes, the report says. It says the commission first became aware of the appeal
in 2007, when a complainant alleged that funds raised in response to the 2004 tsunami were sent to Pakistan
after the 2005 earthquake. The report says the radio station gave the commission "assurances and evidence"
at the time that this had not happened, and the commission closed its case.

The report says the regulator opened a new investigation into the appeal in November 2010 because of a
new complaint that funds had not been applied for the charitable purposes for which they were raised.

Capital, Classic and Heart owner Global Radio has posted a pre-tax loss of £32.7m in the year ending
March 31st 2011. But despite the losses, it’s been reported the UK’s largest commercial radio group paid its
highest paid Director a £1.4m bonus. It’s thought Tabor was paid a total of £3.3m, according to documents
to be filed at Companies House.
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The Daily Telegraph says the increased losses were partly due to a £56.1m interest payment due to the
company’s shareholders which they have opted not to draw until a later date but which must be notionally
written off its books, it is understood. (www.radiotoday.co.uk)

Manx Radio Reports Trading LLoSS ..c..coveiiiiiiiniiieiiiieieiercenacesascsnsconanes 17 October, 2011

Manx Radio is in a self-confessed “precarious position” as it reports another massive trading loss for the
last financial year in a statement to be placed before Tynwald (Parliament) tomorrow.

Figures contained in the 30-page annual report covering the year ended March 31 2011 show that the radio
station has required just short of £1 million to survive as it competes in the local media sector. The figures
show that its revenue - generated almost entirely by advertising -has fallen by £40,000, requiring a
government “subvention” of £961,050 for it to continue broadcasting.

Surprisingly, a summary of the accounts by Radio Manx Ltd chairman David North says that the station
lost just £25,806 during the year. The “subvention” was added into the company’s total turnover figures to

= ; balance against operating expenses of £2,072,915. However, Mr North does
manx m't;éél‘ ;‘; $ 5 not s.hy away frpm admitting that Manx Radio cannot sustain the same level of
s i public services in the future.

: “I should state, quite clearly, that our staff cannot be expected to deliver the
same level of public services in the future as we continue to face a steady decline in station revenue.
“Analysis of the most recent three years of audited accounts clearly shows the company has reached a
crossroads.”

He said that the station’s revenue has reduced year on year “due to the proliferation of Island-based
companies who depend upon selling advertising to exist.” This includes the two privately owned Isle of
Man radio stations -Energy FM and 3FM - neither of which receives a subvention from government.

Mr North added that the government subvention to Manx Radio for the existing financial year had also
been reduced, forcing the station to further reduce its operating costs with full time staffing levels having
been cut by from 35 t026.

Concluding his statement, Mr North says that the Manx Radio board of directors is now seeking
government commitment “to revert to the previously agreed subvention funding”. He added, “This is
fundamental if the company is to maintain the station’s current public service output and also allow the
company to plan for the future.”

Manx Radio has considerable support from listeners and has regularly achieved a top three position in terms
of a quarterly audience reach survey. However, the station also has a number of critics and some politicians
have consistently argued against continuing the on going annual subvention to one radio station whilst the
others - and other commercial news and media services - receive no such financial assistance.

The Manx Radio report highlights that a number of new media companies have started competing in the
local market for advertising revenue in the last seven years, including bus advertising, isleofman.com, 3FM
and various publications from Keith Uren Publishing. Previously, it says that there were only five or six
main players in the market, including Isle of Man Newspapers, Mannin Media, Yellow Pages, airport and
sea terminal advertising and a fledgling Energy FM.

The subject of government being commercially active in the open market competing with privately owned
businesses in a wide range of areas - such as printing, retail and media - is likely to be the source of much
debate on the floor of Tynwald in the near future.

During a trip to Latvia I was invited by Mr. Raimonds Kreicbergs to visit Radio Merkurs, 1485
kHz, and interview him. He operates Radio Merkurs from studios in central Riga. His wife is the
MD of the station, RNI Radio. The station is on the air 24 hours and operates with a power of 1
plus kW. Mr. Lars Skoglund, member of the Arctic Radio Club, joined us as he was visiting Riga
at the same time. He later left for a visit to Capital FM having office in the same building,

Raimonds Kreicbergs

Mr. Kreicbergs started in 2004 with Radio Nord broadcasting on 945 kHz when he used the
transmitter at Ulbroka belonging to Latvijas Radio. This transmitter was demolished in 2008. He
also used shortwave 9290 kHz with a power of 100 kW. When starting Radio Merkurs, he moved
into a new studio in the city centre, Nometnu iela 62, using an old 120 m high not used TV tower
from 1957 for the 90 m dipole-wire antenna, but with poor ground. The reception was not very
good in the outskirts of Riga and he received complaints from the neighbours for disturbances.

Early 2011 he got the possibility to use land leased by Imanta Radio Amateur Club in Riga. It was
an old Russian submarine communication centre for the Baltic Sea that has been abandoned when
the Russian military withdraw in 1994. The location, Daugavgriva/Bolderaja, is 10 km southwest
center of Riga in a marshland area very near to the Baltic Sea.

The Russians left lot of material that has been used by Raimonds and his amateur colleagues to dig
large areas with copperwire to obtain an excellent ground for the antenna. The design of the new
antenna is of T-type approx. 100 m long installed between two 30 m high masts. Pattern north-
north west/south-south east.
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Later during the day Mr. Kreicbergs invited me to visit the new installation at Daugavgriva and a
better place to have a mediumwave antenna is impossible to find. Perhaps the studios will be
moved to Daugavgriva in the future. Today the signal is carried by Internet to Daugavgriva
transmitter.

The Blyth transmitter from New Zealand

Radio Merkurs is financed on a shoestring. Hard work by Mr.Kreicbergs and some sponsors plus
selling airtime to different organizations and political parties. There are several programs
organized by private persons, i.e. Ronny B. Good show, that is broadcast every Wednesday at
20:00 local time.

Ronny Forslund is playing music from the 50’s, 60”s and 70°s telling a lot of the background of
the records and the artists. It is a very popular program in Riga even if Ronny speaks Swedish
mostly, as Sweden and Swedish is still popular from the Russian era when the Latvians listened to
Radio Sweden. On Sunday evenings there is a Jewish program produced in Jerusalem and
broadcast for the Jewish community in Latvia. Saturday at noon local time is Evergreen-time.
Rebroadcast at 20:00 on Tuesday.

The audience is mostly 50+, but a number of younger listeners under 18 is improving. One day my
wife and I made a tour by car in northeastern and eastern Latvia. Radio Merkurs has an excellent
signal on the car-radio all day. No disturbances from DRM Berlin or the Polish AM Radio stations
on the same frequency
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The transmitter site at Daugavgriva

Mr. Kreicbergs is interested in reports including a sound file of the reception. Due to the economy
he will only answer by e-QSL.
