Chinese provincial broadcaster Radio Inner Mongolia (Nei Menggu People's Broadcasting Station) has
launched over 50 new AM transmitters in 2012-2013. Many of the new transmitters are part of the Rural
and Pastoral Service, also known as "The Voice of Green Field" (Luye zhi sheng), which was founded in
2008. The main transmitters of this network are operating on 675 AM and 91.9 FM in the provincial capital
Hohhot. The majority of the new transmitters are on 666, 990 and 1413 kHz, each of which has transmitters
in several locations across the province. These new frequencies were first logged in Finland in September
and October 2013.

According to research done by Alan Davies, one of the new transmitters is a 10-kilowatt transmitter in
Jining (Ulangab) on 1224 kHz, which has also been heard in Finland recently. The frequencies and
locations of the remaining new transmitters are not yet known, but at least 1305 kHz is yet another new
frequency that has been logged in Finland. Davies says that there is conflicting information on the new
transmitters in different Chinese sources. The total number of new transmitters may be as high as 86. Some
of the transmitters are carrying China National Radio Minorities Program as well as the 1st national
network of CNR.

Also in northern China, Aihui People's Broadcasting Station in Aihui, Heilongjiang province has begun
transmissions on the AM band. The station has been logged both in Finland and the United States on 999
kHz. According to the local administration, the station was launched on August 16th, 2013.

Owners of 80 stations want DAB switch halt ........c..cciiiiiiiiiiiiiiiiinnnen. 11 November, 2013
The owners of 80 commercial radio stations in the UK have released a joint statement calling for the digital
radio switchovertimetable to be set by consumers, not by the government.

The group includes UTV Media, UKRD, Celador, Quidem, Media Sound Holdings, Q Radio Network, CN
Radio and Anglian Radio as well as a number of independent stations. The stations they represent cover an
area from Shetland to Brighton and Norwich to Plymouth.

The government is due to make an announcement next month on the proposed timetable for migrating
stations from FM and AM to DAB-only. There are no plans to ‘switch-off” analogue radio, despite many
areas of the popular press still reporting the switchover as a switch-off with scaremongering stories about
FM radios being obsolete within a couple of years.

@ Today’s statement from 13 local radio operators highlights that only 23% of
radio listening is via DAB and says that local commercial stations are ‘severely
disadvantaged’ by the switchover plans, as only 15% of local radio listening is
on DAB, according to data in the latest RAJAR release (Q3 2013). The group
says ‘as many as 100 important local commercial radio stations’ would either be ‘left stranded on FM’ at
switchover or would have to cut local programming to be able to afford DAB transmission costs. It also
says publicly-funding more DAB transmitters will benefit larger local and regional services rather than the
ones covering small-scale communities across the country.

The consortium says it’s not against DAB as a platform but says consumers rather than government should
determine if and when there should be a switchover — and adds that broadcast companies should be able to
decide which platforms they invest in.

The Community Media Association told Radio Today that it welcomed progress on digital migration for
national and large regional stations, adding that freeing up FM spectrum would create new opportunities for
community stations and small independents. Director Jaqui Devereux said: “The possibility of low cost
DAB, as demonstrated in a research project for Ofcom earlier this year, provides a potential solution for
those community stations and other small broadcasters which want to go onto DAB in the future. In the
meantime FM broadcasting remains healthy for the foreseeable future and provides listeners with an ideal
complement to digital radio in terms of increasing choice.”

Premier Radio raises in excess of £300K ......cccceviiiineeeiiiiininnneecccccnnnns 13 November, 2013
A six-day radiothon appeal by Premier Christian Radio (broadcasting in London on 1305, 1332 and 1413
kHz), raised a total of £304,315 to help with the station’s transmission costs. Premier’s “Together Now’
appeal ended on Sunday after receiving 4,149 individual donations, including thirty of £1,000 each. One
listener, from Lincolnshire, pledged £10,000.

‘o The twice-yearly event is staged in May and November when Premier’s presenters
Premler appeal for cash donations on-air to raise money for the station’s national transmission
S T fund which helps to keep it on air throughout the UK and on digital radio.

November’s appeal raised more funding than in May this year or November last year. Premier’s CEO, Peter
Kerridge said it was a “magnificent demonstration of nationwide support from listeners to Britain’s largest

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Global Radio loses sell-off appeal .......ccecivieiiieiiiniiiiiiiinicieiiineiennccnnns 15 November, 2013
Competition Commission ruling ordering the sale of stations in seven areas of the UK is upheld by appeal
tribunal. Global Radio must sell either a Real or Smooth station, or one of its own services, such as Heart or
Capital, in seven UK areas after losing its appeal.

Ashley Tabor's Global Radio has lost its appeal against a Competition Commission ruling ordering a
wholesale sell-off of stations following its £70m takeover of GMG Radio. Global Radio took its case to the
Competition Appeal Tribunal after regulators ruled it must sell stations in seven areas of the UK to appease
competition concerns over the GMG purchase, including Real and Smooth Radio.

The CAT announced on Friday that it had dismissed the appeal, lodged by Global after the Competition
Commission ruling in May. Global Radio said that it was disappointed at the CAT's decision.

The appeal defeat is a big blow for Global after it had originally offered to sell just three stations in
response to the commission's provisional findings. The only areas in which the GMG deal was cleared were
in London and the West Midlands.

In all of the other areas affected — East Midlands, Cardiff, North Wales, Greater Manchester and the north-
west, the north-east, central Scotland, South Yorkshire and West Yorkshire — the commission ruled that
Global had to sell either a Real or Smooth station, or one of its own services, such as Heart or Capital.

The forced sell-off means Global may be lucky to recoup half of the £70m-plus it cost to buy GMG Radio.
Global bought the stations in June last year in an 11th-hour bidding war with arch-rival Bauer, which
recently bought Planet Rock and Absolute Radio. The Group also own the “Gold” AM stations in England
and Wales. (www.guardianmedia.co.uk)

Sunrise Radio to rebrand Buzz and Kismat ........c.c.ccceeiiiiiiiiiniiiiinneenn 18 November, 2013
It’s reported that Buzz Radio (broadcasting in London on 963 and 972 kHz ) and Kismat
Radio (also broadcasting from London on 1035 kHz) are to be rebranded as Sunrise Radio
2 and Sunrise Radio 3 from next month.

BizAsia says it has confirmed details of the change from Ist December, adding that
production for the stations will be relocated from West London to India to save costs and
improve quality.

“We are certain sufficient grants/advertising/sponsorship will simply not be obtainable and sustainable, if
the only form of broadcasting is AM. To achieve full FM coverage across the Dales would be technically
very difficult and require high power sites with frequency clearance difficulties. It would also be
prohibitively expensive based on the low total population. We propose a series of FM transmitters covering
the larger Dales towns (Towns of typically 3000 population) Because of the distance of these Dales towns
from centres of population with overcrowded FM frequencies, for example Teesside, Leeds and Bradford,
there is no problem of lack of available frequencies.

Seven FM transmitter sites are proposed. These transmitters are inexpensive to install and operate. (Low
operating costs because of low cost sites and low cost (Internet) feeds and service monitoring). The distance
between the sites and the intervening terrain would prevent full coverage when travelling along the
interconnecting roads but that distance also allows the same frequencies to be used without significant
problems of interaction. We suggest that all sites could be operated using just two frequencies.”

“The Hawes AM transmitter would still be required to cover the rest of the Dales and when travelling
between some of the above towns. Discussions with potential grant funders, advertisers and sponsors
indicate this is a sensible solution for providing a service for Dales and towns within the Dales. We believe
that a community licence with combined FM and AM coverage is the only solution for providing any
sustainable service covering all the Dales. The AM service covering the area where FM is not available is a
practical solution for this group because of the already existing AM site provided at minimal costs by a
member of the applicant group.”

A total of 11 groups have applied to Ofcom wanting to run new community radio stations on medium-
wave. The 11 are part of the 38 applications made to Ofcom in October wanting to run radio stations in
Ofcom’s community radio Region 5, which is classified as west and south Yorkshire, Humberside and
north west England.

The demand for AM is because the regulator has said no FM frequencies are available in places such as
Manchester, Liverpool, Warrington, Cheshire (with the exception of Crewe or Nantwich), Leeds, Bradford,
Scunthorpe, Barnsley, Doncaster and Rotherham.

Those who have ticked the AM box on the application form includes Trafford Sound, Radio Barnsley,
Radio Azaan Leeds, Akash Radio Leeds and Bradford Asia Radio.

As a result of the extra activity in Region 5, Ofcom has put back the timetable for advertising future
licences still to come in Round 3 — meaning groups in West Midlands, East Midlands, Lincolnshire, the east
of England and South East England will now be waiting till next year.

Bada aspekterna som forklarar engagemanget i hobbyn viger sikert tungt, kanske dven andra motiv. Per-
Ole Stenman i Finland inforde begreppet "monitoring”, som vil innebdr att lyssnaren ger stationen nagot
som den behover, som kan motivera att stationen i sin tur ger nagot tillbaka. Kanske en svit av avlyssningar
for att illustrera horbarheten? Eller intryck av programmen? Aspekter som vi DXare kanske glommer bort?!

Vet inte om detta forklarar varfor man blir DXare. Och inte vet jag nér den forsta DX-tivlingen avholls i
Sverige. Fenomenet har rimligen uppstatt aren efter kriget nér radioindustrin annonserade ut sina apparater
med kortvag (och snart dven ukv), ndgot nytt som alla maste ha. Samtidigt borjade stationerna séinda DX-
program, och Teknikens Virlds Radioklubb (TVRK) samt (efter 1953 dven) Teknik for Allas Eterklubb
(TFAE) bidrog till att gora kortvagslyssning till en stor ungdomsrorelse. De gamla DX-ridvarna, radio-
amatorerna och DX-pressen bidrog naturligtvis ocksa.

Arne Skoog ordnade program for svenska DXare 6ver olika radiostationer, som bl a utnyttjades for
tavlingar som TVRK formellt stod for. Exempelvis ordnade Radioklubben Universal en originell tivling
som Skoog férmedlade: Over ORU i Bryssel gick 15/12 1953 ett inslag dr det gillde att identifiera olika
stationers paussignaler!

Ostermans Marmorhallar i Stockholms city hade vid den hir tiden det bésta ldget for marknadsforing. 1
oktober 1953 ordnades hir Radiosalongen med deltagare fran radioindustrin, Radiotjdnst (numera Sveriges
Radio), Televerket (ny station i Horby!), grammofon- och skivindustrin, samt — naturligtvis — TVRK, som
Arne Skoog svarade for. Klubben hade da 15 000 medlemmar. Propagandan for DXing slog igenom:
TVRKSs Kortvagsjakt 1953 pa stationer som avlyssnades hemma samlade inte mindre @n 2 700 deltagare.

Har sitter tio finalister i 1955 ars SM i kortvagslyssning och svettas framfor varsin Luxor Ambassador.
Sittande pa podiet fran viinster Lasse Rydén, Arne Skoog och Kjell Stensson.
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Vi hoppar till 1955. Skoog arrangerade da ett SM i kortvagslyssning, till vilket 827 anmélde sig och 725
fullfoljde tavlingen. Den avslutades med att tio finalister fick sluttampas vid varsin Luxor Ambassador (en
pakostad standardapparat) i Stockholms Medborgarhus, med Radiotjénsts teknikguru Kjell Stensson som
galjonsfigur. Segraren blev Andrée Thomasson som valde en Rom-resa som gist hos italienska radion. Han
overlit en stor radiogrammofon till tvdan Roland Wikstrom. Trean Stig Dahlberg fick noja sig med en liten
trafikmottagare.

Detta var sista gangen TVRK stod bakom. Tiden var mogen for en framtida fristaende organisation for
cirka 25 DX-klubbar som visat intresse for tavlingarna. Skoog foreslog att den skulle heta DX-Alliansen
och att ett SM i dess regi skulle genomforas nastkommande ar.

Sjdlv var jag under de hir aren sommartid upptagen som reseledare, och pa vintern skulle jag studera vid
universitetet i Uppsala. Att "ligga vid universitetet" hette det. Pa nitterna gjorde jag det, bokstavligen, da
jag mest studerade Latinamerika pa mellanvag, indiska stationers horbarhetskurvor och dylikt. Men
locktoner om tdvlingar med manga fina priser hade nu natt mig via Radioklubben Universals Etersvep. SM
i kortvagslyssning 17-27 mars 1956, TFAEs Rikstdvling... For en tid gick slutstudierna i Uppsala pa
halvfart, till forman for DXing och tivlingar. Och med fina priser som lockade i varje storre tivling!

Nu kommer skrytet: Tavlingsdjdvulen gav mig flera topplaceringar, t ex en svartvit TV av enorma
dimensioner 1956, niar TV var nagot nytt. Den som minns dessa stora svarta lador forstar varfor hustrun och
jag var sa lyckliga nér jag hade monterat in apparaten under diskbianken, med bildskidrmen riktad mot
rummet intill. Den fula ladan férsvann!

Snart hade jag en splitterny skrivmaskin ddr hemma, till nytta for rapportering, fér klubbengagemang samt
for kommande engagemang i DX-Alliansen. Det blev ocksa nagra radioapparater, sa att dven andra &n jag i
huset kunde lyssna pa radio. Stationerna skinkte vackra alster av konsthantverk. Jag har t ex en vackert
snidad tréfigur skidnkt av HCJB i Quito.
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Ur DX-Alliansens inbjudan till SM 1956. Det var troligen den gangen som jag vann en Halda skrivmaskin.
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Det forekom mycket tivlingar. Som jag namnt i ett tidigare avsnitt blev det dock anstrdngande bade for

prisskdnkande radiostationer och tdvlingsintresserade att hinga med. Det arrangerades dven uppskattade
landskamper for de fyra nordiska linderna. 1963 slogs en sadan tivling ihop med svenskt SM (med DX-
Alliansen och TFAE som arrangorer). Jag vann landskampens forstapris med Kjell Ekholm fran Malmo pa
andra plats; i SM-delen vann Kjell Ekholm for andra aret i rad med J E Rif som tvaa!

DXing hade natt en sadan status att hobbyn syntes mer och mer i dagstidningarna. Mediaintresset gick i
topp nédr TFAE inbjod till ett "VM i kortvagslyssning 1958". Jag skriver detta inom citationstecken, for
varje DXare inser hur orimligt det skulle bli att fa ett réttvisande resultat av en tavling med deltagare fran

virldens alla linder. Redan de nordiska tivlingarna hade gett upphov till litet gnissel om det var mojligt att
rittvist bedoma exempelvis en avlyssning i norra Sverige pa samma sétt som en i Danmark.

Jag vann tack vare att jag var den ende
som pa mellanvag plockade fram fem
programinslag fran Radio Mayrink Veiga
i Brasilien
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Jag stillde upp i denna tdvling, som samlade runt 5.000, bara nordiska deltagare. Det var en mastodont-
tavling. Jag forberedde mig noga, som varje sportsman i vilken tidvling som helst... Jag satte mig vid radion
sa snart jag fatt listan pa det sextiotal stationer som skulle avlyssnas. Anvinde all tillganglig tid i forvig for
att kontrollera hur de hordes pa sina eventuellt olika frekvenser (och olika sidndningstider, vilket ocksa
forekom). Téavlingen gick over tva veckoslut med séndningar dven under mellanliggande vardagar. Som
framgar av nagra klipp hir ovan vann jag tévlingen tack vare mellanvagen! Men striden i toppen var hard,
vilket ocksa visas pa ett klipp.

Dagstidningarna gick utan vidare pa det hiar med "VM", och det blev rubriker och intervjuer i drakarna.
Nagot mera VM i DXing blev det inte. Det blev for mastigt dven for den flitige tdvlingsledaren Hugo
Gustafsson pa TFAE, som fick ploja igenom cirka 45.000 rapporter!

Bland mina priser var det intressantaste en veckas rundresa i Osttyskland (DDR), som Radio Berlin skinkte
till landskampen 1963. Det handlade ju om en kommuniststat som startat fran scratch 14 ar tidigare. Jag
fick anvéinda egen bil. Jag fick ldgga till kostnaderna for medf6ljande hustru samt att pa egen hand vistas i
Ostberlin under tre tilliggsdagar. Med en svensktalande guide fick vi under veckan besdka platser jag valt
ut: exempelvis Greifswald, Spreewald, Hoyerswerda (foregangare till Vattenfalls skifferbrytning), Bautzen
(serbernas huvudort), Dresden, Buchenwald och Meissen.

Jag testade den socialistiska géstfriheten genom att pa nedvigen fran Sassnitz till Berlin avvika fran den
anvisade transitvdgen som angav att man vid polska grinsen skulle ta sig till Berlin via en av Hitlers
motorvégar. Jag korde istillet ndrmaste vigen via byvigar 6ver Brandenburgs kullar och sag det slitna
landskapet med byar och gardar som knappt hunnit aterhdmta sig efter kriget. Keine Polizei pa vigen...

DXing kunde av "sikerhetsskil" bara bedrivas genom bilradion. Overallt dir jag korde var det omdjligt att
hora en enda visttysk station: P4 alla frekvenserna hordes bara 6sttysk skvalmusik av den virsta sorten,
utan annonsering. Men DDR-séndarna gick naturligtvis fram perfekt. — Vilken raffinerad form av
storsandare! Undrar hur det ldt pa den vistra sidan?

I tivlingssammanhang maste jag nimna nojet att arrangera en tivling. Lasse Rydén och jag, formellt for
Radioklubben Universal, arrangerade DX-Alliansens SM i Kortvagslyssning 6-10 maj 1964. Intresset for
denna tdvling tenderade att minska. Vi ville dirfoér hoja ribban och locka elit-DXarna genom medverkan av
en storre andel utomeuropeiska stationer; bara fyra lag i Europa. Vi fick med Radio Reloj Costa Rica,
Radio Cuzco Peru, Peking, Colombo, Brazzaville och Melbourne. Vi foreslog stationerna att bl a ligga in
bandinspelningar av svensk populidr musik, som vi skickade pa band med presentationer pa svenska,
engelska, franska eller spanska.

Vara ambitioner var alltsa hoga. Men det hir var en tid utan dagens web, sa i en del fall blev vara
inspelningar och brev resultatlosa. Vi blev tvungna att stryka sadana godbitar ur stationslistan som Abidjan,
Accra, R. Guaiba Porto Alegre, Voz del Pueblo Pereira, RAE Buenos Aires, Jerusalem, Leopoldville och
Conakry.

Vi gjorde en ordentlig PR-drive, och stora dagstidningar noterade tdvlingen liksom Sveriges Radio i
programmet Hobbyhornan. Det for aret 6kade intresset ledde till 323 anmélningar, av vilka 223 deltagare
fullfoljde tivlingen. Av dessa var 47 stycken #ldre @n 25 ar, 25 i aldern 20-25, 127 i aldern 15-19 (=57%)
samt 22 under 15 ar gamla.

Tio ar tidigare var den dominerande mottagartypen en vanlig standardradio med kortvag. Nu hade manga
skaffat sig surplus- eller nyproducerade s k trafikmottagare, vilka anvédndes av uppskattningsvis en tredjedel
av de tdvlande.

Mina minnen har vil visat att DXing, inte minst pa mellanvag, har haft stor betydelse for mig under min

ungdom. Jag har ocksa forsokt visa att jag fatt kunskaper och erfarenheter som stréckt sig langt bortom
rattandet lidngs radioskalor.
