I have recordings from HJ openings in the early 60s and they are amazing, considering the pedestrian
equipment I was using at the time.

The recent Rajar figures contained several strands of good news for commercial radio companies.
Clearly, the figures always throw up individual success stories — and it’s right that the industry
focuses on these.

Ashley Tabor, the founder and executive president of Global Radio, said the group’s figures were
evidence of a "great start to the year" and Dee Ford, the group managing director of Bauer’s radio
division, claimed "another strong Rajar performance" both locally and nationally.

There was also widespread cheer to be derived from the digital numbers. Digital radio now
accounts for 34.4 per cent of all listening hours, up 17 per cent year on year — and listening online
and via apps is growing particularly strongly, up 24 per cent year on year.

However, according to some observers, there was one particularly alarming story lurking beneath
the Rajar headlines — the London commercial radio figures were hugely disappointing.

All of the major London stations were down year on year in terms of reach: Capital by 14.1 per
cent, Kiss by 17.2 per cent, Heart by 9.7 per cent and Magic by 5.2 per cent. Listening hours were
similarly poor. It’s believed to be the first time ever that all the major commercial players suffered
a simultaneous hit in the capital.
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The common analysis during a downturn is that the BBC, with its guaranteed licence-fee revenues,
is always going to have a natural advantage over its commercial counterparts, which have to make

Digital radio switchover was once mooted for as early as 2015, but the government has indicated
that radio stations are unlikely to follow television's lead by switching off their analogue signals
until at least 2020.

The communications minister, Ed Vaizey, said on Monday it was still too early to set a date for
digital radio switchover, or even to say that it would definitely happen at all.

The minister was responding to concerns that digital radio, despite the success of services such as
BBC 6 Music, has not grown as fast as anticipated, and to commercial radio fears that smaller
local stations would suffer in any switchover.

Vaizey, addressing an industry conference at the BBC's Broadcasting House in London,
announced a range of measures to boost digital, including better digital
audio broadcasting (DAB) coverage and more digital-only stations on a
second national digital multiplex.

"I certainly think by the end of the decade we could be in a position
where we are looking at digital being the main platform for radio. We
could get to 50% [of radio listening on digital] earlier, but I am looking
towards the end of the decade."”

The previous Labour government's Digital Britain report in 2009 had
earmarked 2015 as the target date for switchover, when all national and
large regional and local stations would become digital-only.

The commercial radio trade body, the Radio Centre, which represents most of the big commercial
radio groups, had called for a 2018 switchover date.

But a group of 13 commercial radio groups, including TalkSport parent UTV Media, last month
urged the government to abandon switchover, claiming it would jeopardise local stations that were
left behind on analogue and cost households "several hundred pounds" each to convert to digital.
There are estimated to be more than 100m analogue radio sets in the UK Post-switchover they
would only be able to receive small local stations and community radio.

Other issues to address include the problem of in-car radio, where 20% of all radio listening takes
place. Although nearly half of new cars have DAB radio fitted, fewer than 10% of the total number
in the UK have digital.

Paul Keenan, chief executive of Bauer Media, owner of Kiss, Magic and digital-only station Planet
Rock, said: "There's more we could do to accelerate things. It would be good if the BBC put Radio
1 and Radio 2 exclusively on DAB, for example." (www.mediaguardian.co.uk)

New station applications - 600 in Vancouver

In March CRTC invited applications for a new FM station in the Vancouver area. Although primarily for
FM, three of the 17 applications include operation on 600 kHz AM which was vacated by CKPK in
December 2008. The three applications in CRTC’s notice of consultation 2013-568 are:

1) Ethnic format - Sher-E-Punjab Radio, applying for 600khz. The applicant states that of the total
programming broadcast during the broadcast week, 100% would be devoted to ethnic programming and
98.4% would be devoted to thirdlanguage programming. Two alternate proposals were also filed for FM
stations in Richmond and Surrey BC without AM operation. If approved, the applicant will cease
broadcasting on KRPI 1550 Ferndale, Washington.

2) Business format - 2308739 Ontario Inc “Biz600”. The applicant proposes a spoken word format directed
to business news and information. This application was AM-only with no proposals for FM.

3) Ethnic format - South Asian Link Directory Ltd — In applying for 107.7FM in Surrey, BC, the applicant
also submitted an alternate proposal for the use of the AM frequency 600 kHz (channel 600B) with a
transmitter power of 10,000 watts (directional antenna with an EHAAT of 118.7 metres).

The applicant proposes to offer a third-language news/talk-spoken word format targeting predominantly
third and fourth generations of Canadian-South Asians aged 18 to 30 years old. The applicant states that all
of its programming would consist of third-language programming. (MWC 59/8)

CJLI 700 Calgary

The backers of the now-expired CP for CJLI-700 Calgary AB have not given up on their project and have
bought some land in the Black Diamond area that they hope will be a more suitable site for a four-tower
AM array. Prior proposed sites ran into local opposition. To make the station real, they’ll need to go back
and begin the CP application process all over again. CJLI was given CRTC approval back in April 2009 but
so far have failed to get on the air.

Bonaire

For many years, TWR broadcast from Bonaire at a half-million watts but then made the transition to
100,000 watts in 1999 to reduce operating costs. In the summer of 2013, the ministry’s international board
decided to undertake the return to higher power, a move already legally permissible because of a license
granted the year before. The upgrade is projected to cost more than $3 million and would extend a much
stronger AM signal well into northern Brazil and into Cuba, whose northwest-southeast expanse sits
roughly 700 to 1,200 miles from Bonaire.

TWR planners are already organizing for the Bonaire Power Restoration Project, which likely will be
launched in the spring of 2014 with a completion schedule likely measured in years rather than months. But
prayer is fervently sought from the TWR family throughout the Americas and around the world so that
Cuba may one day become a mission field of dreams.
