Sweden shortwave transmitters at Horby, and the Solvesborg AM transmitter. Hakan Widenstedt, was the
Chief Engineer for Radio Sweden when this film was shot in 2006.

What is interesting about this video is the detailed view of the inside of the shortwave and mediumwave
transmitters. And it offers some insight into the day-to-day work of an engineer for a large international
broadcaster.

The film is in memory of Hakan, who passed away in 2011. It is 30 minutes long and was filmed and
produced by Kelly Lindman. The conversation is in Swedish with English subtitles. Special thanks to
Jan Oosterveen for making this available on YouTube for all of us to enjoy.

Rhodes MW transmitter abandoned and looted

Destruction of the allegedly most powerful mediumwave transmitter of the Greek public broadcasting
service was reported during the Christmas holidays, a few days after the power was cut on the orders of the
administrators of the estate of the former ERT based in Athens. As reported by the local press, the burglars
took advantage of the interruption of transmissions, raided and looted the transmitter facilities in Kalithea,
Rhodes. They stole all precious metal from the transmitter and its facilities, the cost of which exceeds
€100,000.

Since the official closure of ERT in June 2013, the redundant workers of Rhodes public radio, despite not
being paid, had continued to operate the local facilities and the medium wave transmitter, by relaying the
programme of ERT Open while keeping the equipment safe. On 11 December, the administrator of the
estate of former ERT mandated that no further electricity should be provided to any sites of ERA Rhodes.
The transmitter was therefore abandoned to the mercy of burglars. Employees were warned that the power
outage at the broadcasting site would switch off all security systems and the perimeter security lighting.
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Apart from the Rhodes transmitter, the mediumwave transmitters of ERA Sport (981 kHz) and Filia Radio
(666 kHz) in Megara (Athens) and other regional facilities were lost after having been looted in a similar
way, whereas the Ministry attempted to sell the metal of the Avlida shortwave transmitter for recycling.

Radio Hafren closes

Newtown-based Radio Hafren has closed down and removed all of its online presence including website,
Twitter and Facebook pages. Hafren appeared in 2011 from the ashes of Radio Maldwyn in Mid Wales,
broadcasting on 756AM and more recently 102.1FM.

The station was locally owned and operated, and released a statement today saying they have consistently
been unable to generate enough advertising revenue to cover the station’s operating costs.

The statement says: “It is with great regret that we must announce that Radio Hafren has ceased trading
with immediate effect. Despite creating a popular station to serve communities across Mid Wales and the
Borders, over the past four years we have consistently been unable to generate enough advertising revenue
to cover the station’s operating costs and with no indication that this situation is likely to change in the
foreseeable future, the directors have taken the decision that they can no longer maintain the service. The
directors would like to thank all our staff, advertisers and listeners for their support over the last few years.”

Review of music in local analogue commercial radio .........ccecevveieinecinnnnn 20 January, 2015
Ofcom has today published a consultation on the regulation of music in local analogue commercial radio
Formats. Ofcom has a statutory duty to ensure a range and diversity of local radio services.
As part of Ofcom’s regulation, all local commercial analogue radio licences require a description of the
service to be broadcast, including the selection of music the station will play. This description of service is
known as a ‘Format’.
Currently, a wide range of different descriptions are used in radio Formats to
specify the selection of music: from popular music, to specific genres and the
target age range for the service. Ofcom last year published a ‘Call for
O&Om Inputs’, seeking preliminary views on the description of music in radio
S Formats.
The responses received expressed different opinions on the effect of market
changes; the need for services to have greater flexibility in music selection;
and whether a change to the current regulatory approach was feasible or
desirable. Ofcom is now seeking views on three options for consultation:

» Simplification of the Formats of stations playing “mainstream popular music”.

* Ofcom considers certain non-specialist music genre descriptions (e.g. “Contemporary” or “Pop”) could be
simplified to “mainstream popular music”.

» Formats specifying specialist music genres (e.g. “Rock” or “Dance”) would remain unchanged.

* High level Formats. Ofcom could allow licensees to request to change the music element of their Format
to be either: Genre led: specifying a specialist genre of music; or

* Audience led: specifying music for a target audience profile (e.g. by age group or ethnicity).

The Magic AM stations, Leeds Magic 828 Preston Magic 999 Greater Manchester Piccadilly Magic 1152
North East Newcastle Magic 1152 kHz; Yorkshire Hull Magic 1161 Stockton-on-Tees Magic 1170 kHz;
North West Liverpool Magic 1548 kHz; Sheffield Magic AM 1548 kHz.

The following Scottish stations formed the Greatest Hits Network:

Northsound 2 (Aberdeen and Aberdeenshire) 1035 kHz; West Sound (Ayrshire) 1035 kHz; MFR 2
(Inverness, Highland, Moray and parts of NW Aberdeenshire) 1107 kHz; Clyde 2 (Glasgow and West

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They now share programming content, with the exception of local news and traffic bulletins and live
football commentaries on Saturday afternoons.

UTYV to sell local stations? ......cccevveiiiniiiiniiinriieisinrcinrcceascssscsnsconnscnss 15 January, 2015
TalkSport owner UTV Media, which launched a new TV channel in Ireland on New Year’s Day, is
exploring a sale of its local radio stations in England.

UTYV has a 13-strong stable of local stations in England, including two AM stations Signal 2 and Pulse 2.
The Belfast-based group, which is the ITV broadcaster in Northern Ireland, is considering a sale of some or
all of the stations.

In a statement on Friday in response to MediaGuardian’s story, the group confirmed it was “currently
assessing the options for its UK independent local radio stations which may or may not lead to the disposal
of some or all of these stations”.

The company also owns eight radio stations in Ireland and one, Belfast-based U105, in Northern Ireland. It
is not thought any of these stations are up for sale.

Potential buyers are likely to include local radio groups UKRD, run by William Rogers, which owns 15
stations from the north-east of England to the south-west, and Phil Riley’s Orion Media, home to eight
stations in the West Midlands under the Free Radio and Gem banners.

Bauer Media, which bought Absolute Radio 18 months ago, is also a potential
buyer. Global Radio, which had a memorable falling out with UTV, is less
probable as its size means it is likely to run into regulatory issues.

UTV’s local radio stations in England still make a healthy profit, but there is
limited growth potential in the sector and London-based national sports station
TalkSport is its main revenue driver

Last year’s football World Cup in Brazil helped boost total radio revenues in its GB operation — including
TalkSport and the local stations — by 20% to £28.5m in the first half of 2014, and operating profit up from
£2.4m to £6.1m.

With TalkSport, UTV has looked to take the fight to the BBC’s Radio 5 Live, buying up live Premier
League football rights and making high-profile signings including former 5 Live presenter Colin Murray.

Hackers shut down Michigan station.

For the second time in three months a small market radio station has been silenced by a hacker. The latest
incident occurred outside Kalamazoo, MI where adult standards WAKYV, Otsego, MI-980 kHz had its
computers held hostage with the hackers demanding cash.

The so-called ransomware software attacked WAKYV on January 9 leaving owner Jim Higgs unable to
access any of the audio files on the station’s hard drive. He tells the Kalamazoo Gazette that they were
demanding $500 to release the files on his computer. WAKYV - which is operated out of Higgs’ home - was
off the air for more than a day while engineers worked to get around the hackers. All the station’s music
files, jingles and commercials were wiped clean, as well as some business files. Higgs says it’s a good
reminder to back-up a computer and avoid suspicious looking websites.

In October a similar incident silenced a Louisiana station. Cybercrime costs businesses $445 billion
worldwide each year, according to a study released last year by the Center for Strategic and International
Studies and McAfee.

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“Etersvep” - fran JER:s arkiv
Med portabel rx till DX-land

Omkring de sista dagarna i januari 1950 hade undertecknad ledsnat pa Stockholm och allt vad innearbete
hade att bjuda pa, varfor jag en kulen vinterdag styrde mina steg ner till Skeppsbron for att s6ka hyra pa
nagon bat som kunde fora mig till vad jag tyckte en nagot trevligare plats just da. Tva a tre dagar efterat
blev jag monstrad som eldare pa en icke precis vacker 50 ar gammal turreydickad 7000-tonnare vid namn
s/s Rigel fran Stockholm. Men det brydde jag mig inte s& mycket om att baten var en s.k. likkista”, ty den
skulle pa Afrika- och Medelhavsfird, och det var dit jag ville. Glad som en speleman &kte jag hem och
packade ner mina fataliga pinaler i en resviska, déribland lite kopparwires och isolatorer. Vidare tog jag
med mig min d& nya AGA 1772 samt en liten batteri-receiver. Ja, borjan av resan gick i lugnt véder via
Hull i England. Nerkomna till ”lands-end”, den sydligaste udden av sddra England, blaste det upp till full
storm, och i tre dagar hade vi mellan 16-26 sekundmeter mot oss. Lugnt vider motte oss da vi kom till Cap
Saint Vincent pa Spaniens atlantkust, och pa en gang blev det sommar. For oss som kommit fran den isiga
nord blev det en upplevelse att sitta uppe pa dick och njuta av det underbara vddret samt det vackra
kustlandskapets konturer. Varje frivakt var AGA’n igang, och undan for undan passerade vi stationer, som
blevo lokalstationer for oss, nér vi passerade dom. Den 16 februari gick vi pa morgonen forbi Tangier, och
Radio Africa samt Radio Internacional brakade in pa MV-bandet. Pa kvillen var vi vid forsta malet pa
resan, Ceuta, Spanska Marocko. Radio Dersa Tetuan blev da rena lokalstationen. Stockholm forsokte jag ta
in, men det gick inget vidare, varfor jag gick dver till 20 meter och amatorbandet dédr. Condsen var ganska
goda da, och dir danade helt enkelt sydamerikanska amatorer in, alla med goda signalstyrkor.

Atlasbergen vandrade vi ocksa upp till, ddr vixte det vilda dadlar och apelsiner att ldska sig med, dessa
fyllde vi fickorna fulla med pa atervigen till baten. Nu vinde vi och for upp till Port Tallbot i Wales,
Storbritannien. I mitten av mars var vi ater nere i Afrika, denna gang i Casablanca, Franska Marocko. Dir
stannade vi en hel vecka och roade oss, bl a var vi i Safi och badade. Befolkningen varnade oss for ”big
sharks”, varfor vi holl oss till stranden.

Sa bar det ivig till Old Sweden, men alltid kommer dessa resor att vara ett ljust minne for mig, 4ven om det
tog ett halvar for mig att avldgsna all okensand frain AGA’n, ty den har en otrolig formaga att trdnga in
overallt.

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Radio Normandy 1926 - 1939

The first English language commercial programmes were broadcast to Europe in 1925. Captain
L.F. Plugge had persuaded Selfridges to sponsor a fashion talk over Radio Paris which broadcast
from a transmitter in the Eiffel Tower. Only three people wrote to say that they had heard the
broadcast.

The International Broadcasting Company (IBC), started transmissions over Radio Normandie
which had a 5kW transmitter located at Fécamp on the French coast. These broadcasts were heard
all over Southern England. Later power was raised to 20kW and on a wavelength of 269.5m
commercial programmes were aimed at a receptive audience. In March 1938 the wavelength was
changed to 212.6m and later to 274m. Programmes were mainly recorded on discs in London and
featured fifteen minute sponsored shows. Live programmes also went out.

In late 1939, the orchestral bit of 'Keep the Home Fires Burning' was used as closedown theme of
Radio International, Fécamp (Radio Normandie before the outbreak of war). The IBC tried to
revive the station as broadcasting to the British Expeditionary Force in France, but with all-
American programmes. News bulletins from the Havas Agency (read by Bob Danvers-Walker).
They were closed down after about six weeks.

The following correspondence was sent to me by Charles Dobson (aka Rodney) who was 14 at the
outset of the War (received by me on 10/11 April 1999, and reproduced here with permission).

I don't know much more, except the background from memory (I was 14 at the time!). On the
declaration of war (3 Sept), the BBC closed all its national and regional programmes, and
substituted a single 'BBC Home Service', consisting of news, gramophone records and (several
times daily) Sandy Macpherson at the Theatre Organ. Meanwhile they were moving staff and
equipment to the Colston Hall, Bristol.
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The IBC station at Fécamp resumed transmissions in English at either the end of September or
early October, playing gramophone records of light and dance music in daylight hours up to
approx 7.15 pm. At 15 minute intervals they played the old Radio Normandy chime, followed by
the announcement, “This is the International Broadcasting Station, preparing a new service”.

The announcer was neither Roy Plomley nor Bob Danvers-Walter, but may have been David
Davis (I don't really know). Their programme production company, Universal Programmes
Corporation, based opposite Broadcasting House at 37 Portland Place, was unable to provide
recorded programmes or deliver them to the Caudebec studios via Thomas Cook. The IBC bought
and shipped a large quantity of transcribed programmes from America direct to France, and
appointed Bob D-Walker chief announcer and news reader. (Before the war, news in English was
never broadcast from Radios Normandy, Luxembourg or Lyons).

After the 7 pm news from the Havas agency, the station closed each night with 'Keep the Home
Fires Burning' from, I'm fairly sure, your record by Debroy Somers - certainly it was an identical
arrangement. When closed down by the French authorities, probably at UK Foreign Office
request, they signed off in the usual way, but followed with 'La Marseillaise'.

A few small posters appeared in grocers' shops in Brighton and south coast towns promoting at
least one programme and its sponsor. This may have been Carson Robison and his Oxydol
Pioneers, a popular Sunday morning show before the war, but I forget now. Incidentally, there
were no full commercials with the wartime broadcasts, just the introductory and closing
announcements and the name of the sponsor, probably added at the station.

A few weeks after the closedown, the BBC started their own 'Forces Programme', which later
became the 'Light' and now Radio 2.

The last gasp of Radio Normandy and the IBC was probably in the Spring of 1940, when a Paris
commercial station (normally heard in French) transmitted a 15 minute programme in English on
Saturday afternoons. Following the theme tune, Quand Madelon, the announcer (anonymous) said:
“This is the Paris broadcasting station, Poste Parisien. By arrangement with Radio International,

we present ‘Tommy's Quarter Hour’.

There followed four or five gramophone records, but no advertising. Poste Parisien itself, and all
the French commercial stations, closed down on the military defeat, and were replaced by a single
station, Radio Paris, under German control. After the Liberation, General de Gaulle forbade their
revival, but Radio Luxembourg resumed transmission in French (and later English and German),
followed by Europe No.l, a new station in the Saar, founded by the pre-war commercial radio
entrepreneur, Louis Merlin. Radio Luxembourg has been replaced by the brand name 'RTL', used
by both radio and tv stations in several countries and languages.

I have a very vague idea that after WW2, a former senior manager of the IBC, possibly Carl
something, tried to start again as Radio Manx from the Isle of Man, but died before the project
could take off. This was to be on MW or LW, beamed to North West England, not FM. Sorry |
forget his name, but an obituary was in the Times, mentioning Radio Normandy and his popularity
with the staff. CLT-UFA took up his idea in a joint venture with RTE, Atlantic 252, despite
complaints from the UK, and have phased out Radio Luxembourg.

People in this field were incredibly persistent. For some, it was more a cause' than a business.

Staden expanderar mycket kraftigt och den
turkiska regeringen planerar for Konya som ett framtida ekonomiskt centrum for Mellersta Ostern.

Konya har under seklernas gang lockat manga besokare. Aposteln Paulus besokte forsamlingen i
staden som da hette Akodium. Annars dr stadens store son Mevlana som utvecklade islam pa
1100-talet.

Avanos ligger mitt i Kappadokien, ett omrade som ir kint for sina markliga klippformationer,
bostdder inhuggna i berget, underjordiska stider och perfekta forhallanden for ballongflygning.
Manga av klipporna ser ut som stenstoder med en hatt — de brukar kallas “fairy chimneys” pa
engelska.

I orten Doreme besokte vi ett stort antal kristna grottkyrkor. Hir levde de forsta kristna i sma
forsamlingar med kyrka, bostider och gemensamma utrymmen i form av méinskligt tillverkade
grottor. Det var fascinerande att se originalmalningar fran 500-talet i manga av dessa sma
helgedomar.

Manga av de kristna férsamlingar som Paulus besokte under sina resor fanns just hir i Anatolien.
Idag dominerar islam till 97 % 1 Turkiet.

Turkiska muslimer tar for ovrigt totalt avstand fran kriminella rorelser som IS och Boko Haram.
De menar att de inte har nagot med islam att gora vilket sikert dr helt korrekt.

I Turkiet byggs med stor iver stindigt nya moskéer med tillhérande minareter. Det finns dock
inget som tyder pa att besokarantalet dr speciellt stort. Om man bor i nirheten av en moské vicks
man varje morgon strax fore kl. 6 av dagens forsta boneutrop.

Sinyal yok &r ju nagot som drabbar dven svenska DX-lyssnare som bor i stadsomraden.
Storningarna fran all slags elektronisk utrustning och liknande har nu blivit sa omfattande att man
svarligen kan lyssna pa vare sig kortvag eller mellanvag.

Det narmaste jag kom DX-ing under vistelsen i Turkiet var anblicken var antennerna for TRT:s
sandarstation i Antalya (891 kHz). Annars haller dven TRT pa att avveckla sina sidndare pa
mellanvag.

Man kan slutligen konstatera att kustomradet vid Antalya dr extremt Overexploaterat av
turistindustrin. Annars var Turkiet en trevlig bekantskap med god mat och spdnnande upplevelser.

Vidret varierade fran sommarsol till regn och aska for att inte tala om sndstorm i Taurusbergen.
