BBC Stations not targeting Ethnic Listeners .......cccceeeiiieiiiniiiniiiieicnnccnnnn 23 March, 2015
BBC stations have been told it must do more to tackle the lack of black, Asian and minority ethnic (BAME)
listeners among its 15 million strong audience. A BBC Trust report said on Thursday that the BBC’s music
radio stations served BAME audiences less well than they do white listeners, a pattern reflected by
shortcomings on BBC television.

The BBC’s music stations — spanning Radio 1, Radio 2, Radio 3, and digital stations 6 Music, 1Xtra and the
Asian Network — had a 49% reach across all adults in 2013/14. But the stations’ reach was a third lower —
33.9% — among BAME listeners, a disparity which the trust said required urgent attention.

The deficit was most pronounced on Radio 2, the country’s most popular radio station, where its reach
among BAME adults aged 35 or over — the station’s target audience — was just 12%. The station has
previously been criticised for its lack of women presenters with a weekday daytime line up that is entirely
male (and white).

BBC Radio 2 boss blames daytime stars' popularity for lack of female presenters .Station controller Bob
Shennan, who has highlighted the number of women he has introduced elsewhere into the schedule, has
previously said it is difficult to change the daytime line up because the presenters are so popular. The trust
said: “Radio 2’s reach among BAME audiences over 35 is significantly lower than it is among white
audiences. As Radio 2 has a remit to serve a broad audience over the age of 35, it should address this

London Turkish Radio flips format to Panjabi.......cccccoveiiiniiiiiiiiniiiiiincnnnn 7 March, 2015
London Turkish Radio, a station which launched in London 25 years ago, has disappeared today as Ofcom
approves a Format request change by new owner Panjab Radio.

Panjab bought the licence for 1584AM in London last year and requested the Format to change from a
targeted news, information and broad Turkish music service for London’s Turkish and Cypriot community
to one which would provide a service aimed at the Panjabi community to be broadcast in Panjabi and
English languages.

The station changed at 7am today — and is one of only a few true ‘format flips’ to happen in the UK radio
industry. Ofcom allowed the change due to its AM bandwidth, where it is more lenient towards significant
format changes.

Panjab Radio has been broadcasting exclusively on sky, DAB digital radio

@' Pm un'ﬂ and online since it launched in 2000.

Managing Director of Panjab Radio, Surjit Singh Ghuman MBE told RadioToday: “It’s the first time in our
15-year history that Panjab Radio will be available on an analogue frequency. Not only we will be able to
increase the reach of the station but also fulfil many of our listeners requests to broadcast Panjab Radio on
analogue in the North London area.”

London Turkish Radio launched in 1990 and was called the Turkish Radio, broadcasting to the Turkish and
Turkish speaking Communities. It changed name in 1994 and was the only fully licensed radio station
broadcasting in Turkish for a full 24hr period outside Turkey and Northern Cyprus.

Absolute Radio, Classic FM and talkSPORT will all get an automatic five year licence extension following
a Government consultation.

The three national commercial stations, plus around 60 local stations will not need to re-apply for their
licences when they expire, as is usually the case. The Government says the benefits of allowing further
renewals at this time outweigh any potential benefits of stations re-competing for licenses, with no
commitment of a digital switchover looking likely in the near future.

Ed Vaizey, Minister for the Digital Economy, said: “We believe this important change will continue to
support the whole of commercial radio and provide the necessary stability for the sector as a whole as it
moves towards a digital future. The Government’s consultation found that there is widespread support for
the renewal of existing analogue commercial radio licences without re-advertising.

“The Government therefore will amend the relevant legislation to give Ofcom, who manage the licencing
process, the powers to allow certain analogue commercial radio licences to be renewed for a further five-
year period.”

The results of the consultation by the Government says ‘We believe a renewal period of this length will
drive momentum in the continued transition to digital radio, and provide commercial radio with the stability
it needs to support this transition’.(www.radiotoday.co.uk)

Det var sidkert med en stor portion nervositet som Hal Bowie satte sig
framfor mikrofonen pa radiostationen KZRH i Filippinerna redan kl. 6
pa morgonen den dir dagen 1939. Det var namligen Hal som premiér-
pratade pa den helt nya radio- stationen. Stationen kallades ibland Radio
Heacock; den hade fatt namn efter det stora varuhuset H. E. Heacock
Company vilket forklarar de tva sista bokstdverna i anropssignalen
KZRH. Nir stationen inledde sina sindningar ar 1939 var det den fjéirde
kommersiella radiostationen i Manila.

I stort sett alla radiostationer stingdes av japanerna under ockupations-
saren. KZRH fick dock bli kvar och anvéndes for att sinda japansk pro-
paganda till det filippinska folket.

Efter kriget var KZRH ater igang fran den 1 juli 1946 men nu som en del av radioféretaget Manila
Broadcasting Company. Den 15 juli 1949 blev det stora fordndringar pa stationen. Nu
introducerades dven kortvag forutom mellanvag och dessutom fick man en ny anropssignal. Sedan
1898 hade USA ockuperat Filippinerna och radioméssigt behandlades landet som en del av vistra
USA. Av denna anledning hade dven filippinska radiostationer anropssignaler som borjade med
bokstaven K. Det sjdlvstindiga Filippinerna skulle naturligtvis ha en egen begynnelsebokstav och
det blev D. Det nya namnet blev nu DZRH.

DZRH blev snabbt huvudstation for Manila Broadcasting Company. Man erbjod nyheter,
information, musik, radioteater och mycket annat. De kommande 30 aren kom att bli den
filippinska radions guldalder.

I borjan av 1990-talet gick DZRH vidare i sin utveckling genom projektet "One Nation, One
Station”. Tanken var att stationens program skulle kunna horas 6ver hela landet. Via satellit
distribueras programmen fran DZRH till 18 olika reléstationer i de storsta provinshuvudstiderna.
Pa detta sitt nar stationen runt 97 % av landets befolkning.

DZRH sinder dygnet runt pa 666 kHz med 35 kW. Stationen dr numera en typisk nyhetsstation
under namnet DZRH NEWS. Man uppmirksammar dock fortfarande typiska filippinska fest-
ligheter och tidvlingar av olika slag.

Forra aret kunde DZRH fira sitt 75-arsjubileum och det gjorde man med festligheter pa Manila
Hotel i just Manila. Samma dag kom ett nytt frimédrke med valoren 25 pesos. Det visar DZRHs
jubileumsemblem. Totalt tryckte det filippinska postverket 104 000 exemplar av detta nya
frimdrke som naturligtvis passar perfekt i en samling DX-Filateli. Mérkligt nog tycks Manila
Broadcasting Company och postverket ha kommit 6verens om denna utgivning; kanske bekostade
MBC en del av kostnaderna for tryckningen. For DZRH blev det naturligtvis pa detta sitt en hel
del reklam for stationen och man férmoda att man dven i stor utstrickte anvéinde det pa sin egen
post.

Em todo projeto audaz devemos analisar os fatores que motivam e os que influenciam e neste
climax, nasceu a “Emissora do Péassaro”, a “Casa do Esporte”, “A Boazinha”, como bem frisaria depois o
grande radialista Cid Carvalho. A radio uirapuru na época de sua criagao precisaria de novidades, bem
como outras emissoras, e foi isso que fez com que o radio ndo morresse, quando surgiu em novembro de
1960, a TV Ceard canal 2, a maior concorrente na histéria do radio. Apds a revolugdo pacifica, o radio
encontrou seu préprio rumo.

A Radio Uirapuru tinha uma programacdo moderna e variada onde manteve de maneira
diversificada, o entretenimento para os ouvintes, mas voltando-se para manté-lo informado e prestando
Seus servigos aos que a prestigiavam com sua audiéncia.

Foram firmados convénios com a Mayrink Veiga e Nacional do Rio de Janeiro e os grandes
programas humoristicos da época passaram a ser apresentados também em Fortaleza em gravagdes. A
esse estilo de programagao se juntaram as produgdes locais, como “Almanaquinho do Ar” com Tarcisio
Tavares, “Revistinhas da Cidade” com Ivan Lima; “Despertador Musical” com Juarez Silveira e “Nos
Bastidores policiais” com Cidrak Ratts, que marcou época

O forte na programacgao da ZYH-25 haveria de ser o esporte, a noticia e a informagéo de um modo
geral. E que para tudo isso viesse a funcionar com melhor qualidade, para aqui veio o extraordinario
Fernando Jacques, da Radio Nacional do Rio que acabara de retornar ao Brasil, apés estagio na BBC de
Londres.

Uirapuru diz respeito a um passaro raro, pequeno, com penas castanhas e cinzas e seu porte é
algo em torno de 200 g. Segundo os amazonenses, seu canto bonito e nostalgico s6 é ouvido quinze
minutos por ano. Que bela inspiragdo do empresario José Pessoa de Araujo.

A instalacao do estudio inaugural foi no décimo primeiro andar do Edificio Arara (IAPC), na Rua
Pedro Pereira no centro de Fortaleza. A Estagéo Transmissora fora colocada no antigo Santa Rita (atual
Maraponga), considerado um dos bairros mais arborizados da capital. Cada emissora que surgia,
notadamente procurava ganhar o seu espaco, pois a televisdo como ja foi dito ainda ndo existia. As
familias se reuniam em suas respectivas salas de estar e, nas cantoneiras sintonizavam o Radio.

O bom do radio antes da TV era que, o ouvinte trabalhava com sua imaginagéo querendo descobrir
quem era aquela voz, ou desenhava na mente como seria aquele locutor ou Radioator.

A Radio Uirapuru em 1957 mudou seu estudio para o “Prédio do Radio”, edificio que a direcao
mandou construir na esquina das ruas Clarindo de Queiroz com General Sampaio, na antiga praca da
Bandeira. O formato da edificacéo era realmente de um aparelho receptor que serviu de icone, tal como:
“Guindaste Titan” no Mucuripe; o “Bar do Avidao” na Parangaba; a “Palhoca do Raimundao” na
Serrinha; o “Atapu” no Joaquim Tavora; a “Vila Cazumba” na estrada de Messejana; o “Muro do Colégio
Santa Isabel” no antigo Alagadico e as “Oficinas do Urubu” no carlito Pamplona.

AU NAFET
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Alguns que marcaram época nos microfones da Uirapuru foram: Heraldo Menezes que era o dono
da tarde com os programas: Atendendo o Ouvinte e o Peca o que Quiser; Edison Silva com NGs na Fossa;
Silvino Neves com forrd na Madrugada, e sem esquecer do eloqiente noticioso, na brilhante voz do
jornalista e advogado, Dr. Cid Carvalho com “Antenas e Rotativas”. Em gravagéao, o Reverendo Celsino
Gama com o Cada Dia, Programa da Igreja Presbiteriana.

Foi registrado muito ecletismo e pouca vaidade na emissora do passaro, que convém salientar a
passagem de Cesar Coelho com “Romances de César Coelho”, dramas diario; Carvalho Nogueira que
como poeta e jornalista, tinha a alma de seresteiro.

Atuaram dentre outros também: Baman Vieira, Carlos Alberto, Lucio Satiro, Orlando Viana, Barroso
Damasceno, Gilvan Dias, Cauby Chaves, Vicente Alencar, Almir Pedreira, Lucio Brasileiro...

Em 1975, a Uirapuru mudou de freqiéncia, passando de 1340 para 760 kHz e no prefixo de ZYH
588. O estudio depois que saiu da Praca da Bandeira, esteve na Rua Quintino Bocaiuva (Benfica), no
edificio da Gellati na Avenida Barao de Studart e, atualmente é localizado na Rua Marcondes Pereira, no
bairro Joaquim Tavora.

Pouco antes de ser vendida, a administragcdo da Uirapuru estava sob o comando de José Pessoa
Filho, Wagner Juca e Véania Pessoa.

Adquirida pela Igreja Universal do reino de Deus, a Boazinha passou uma temporada com o nome
de “Record”, porém ao integrar a Rede Aleluia, voltou ao original: “Radio Uirapuru de Fortaleza”, e agora
com modernos transmissores jogando 25 kw na antena de 110 metros, os céus do Nordeste sdo rasgados
com 24 horas de programacgao evangélica.
