have been listening to short wave radio starting 1981, that is when I bought a Kenwood R-1000 receiver
with the first money I earned by myself. At that time I used 20 meters of longwire as an antenna. During the
first years I listened mainly to international radio bands, later I switched to the tropical bands.

During the years I was able to expand my collection of nice receivers, today I still own several JRC NRD
receivers, a Collins 51S-1, a Drake R7A and receivers from Watkins Johnson, Rhode&Schwarz, Icom and
some SDRs.

Like with many other DXers local disturbances grew stronger and stronger, so I started to plan a remote
station here in Salzburg, even though other DXers had told my that was a bad idea and remote stations for
»real DX* worked only in Scandinavia. Looking for a place that fit all the criteria took me almost one year.
Then I found a farmer who let me place a container on his land and install a Windom antenna. My receiver
is a WinRadio Excalibur G33 PRO with the “Client/Server Option”, a really great combination to receive
excellent ,remote* signals even with small bandwiths. The installation of my remote station near Salzburg
has been documented in my blog http://remotedx.wordpress.com.

For the first two years, I mainly listened to short wave. During the winter of 2013, I started with the
reception of mediumwave stations and could get quite nice signals from all over the world right away. I was
infected by the “mediumwave DXing”-virus and have improved my station all the time. During the winter,
I use a 250 m beverage antenna in the direction of the USA and a shorter one in the direction of Asia.

Through the SWB I came in contact with Thomas Nilsson who has been a very big help during the last
three years. With his suppurt and advice I could increase my knowledge of MW reception. Thanks to
Thomas I also met other DXers from Scandinavia und could hear their great audiofiles which helped me to
assess my own reception files by comparison. Thank you Thomas! During the last two years, I have heard
stations from 21 US states, all of which have been confirmed. My best accomplishments from the USA are
receptions of two TIS stations here in Salzburg. Additionally, I heard stations from Peru, Equador, Panama,
Honduras and Nicaragua and many more. Details can be found also on my

blog http://remotedx.wordpress.com.

Last year, I met Valter Comuzzi from Udine. His station is on the same line of longitude as mine! What a
lucky coincidence to meet such an excellent DXer with such an extensive knowledge of reception from
south america. We both can listen to the same stations almost every day at almost the same minute - if the
bands are open... That way, we were able to identify many stations.

I still have plans to improve my station even further and to optimize my antennas. I also want to learn more
about the great Jaguar software which I currently use to display “YASlog” which is a great help and saves
time with listening to the recordings every day.

It is a really great honor for me to be a member of the ARC and I am very happy that I can contribute my
logs and references to the ,,Eko" from now on. 73 Christoph Ratzer”

Consultation On Financial Terms For Three National Stations ...........c.......... 27 May, 2016
Ofcom has today published a consultation on the methodology for reviewing the financial terms of the three
national analogue commercial radio licences.

These licences, held by Classic FM, TalkSport and Absolute Radio are due to expire in 2018 and the
consultation sets out the methodology that Ofcom proposes during the renewal process. Under the
Broadcasting Act 1990 all three licences qualify for a further five year renewal, which means each licensee
can apply to extend their licence rather than having to re-apply in an open competition.

The original licences were awarded by an auction but the renewal process means there won’t be any cash
bids so Ofcom is required to set new financial terms for each licence. They’re proposing that the
methodology used in 2010 is still broadly appropriate and will enable them to set fair and reasonable
financial terms within the context of the current market environment.

Ofcom will take account of various information sources to reflect any uncertainties when valuing the
licences, but also wants views through this consultation to find out if there are alternative ways to deal with
the uncertainties. They want the views of stakeholders by 24th June and intend to issue a statement towards

BBC News

BBC Listening Figures Worldwide .......c.ccceiiiiiiieiiiniiiieiiiniciieiiiaicenecsaconnns 7 May, 2016
The BBC reaches a record weekly audience of 348 million people worldwide, a 13 per cent increase on last
year, according to new figures released today.

For the second year running, radio comes in second with 147m listeners, compared with television on
162m. Digital has 80m. In total, 152m are accessing BBC news in English; 201m in another language. The
audience for non-English language TV (91m) is nearly as big as the audience for non-English language
radio (94m). The figures — the BBC Global Audience Measure — represent the combined measured reach of
international content, both news and entertainment, for the year 2015/16. They show that the BBC’s weekly
global news audience has increased by 38m people, or 13 per cent, to a total of 320 million.

BBC World Service English radio has again shown a significant audience upturn, with an audience of 66m.
The BBC World Service has seen its audience increase to 246m, from 210m last year. This growth is
largely driven by new TV news bulletins in languages other than English. BBC Global News Ltd, which
comprises BBC World News and bbc.com, has seen its audience grow to 108m.

Francesca Unsworth, Director of BBC World Service Group, says: “These are fantastic results which show
the BBC going from strength to strength around the world and demonstrate the global appetite for accurate,
impartial news. “We’re about to begin the biggest expansion of the World Service since the 1940s, thanks
to the additional funding agreed by the UK Government last year. (www.bbc.co.uk)

The Government’s White Paper on the future of the BBC has been issued and says it will provide the BBC
long term stability and a strong foundation for it to continue to inform, educate and entertain the entire
British public.

The new charter will run for 11 years to separate it from the political cycle. It’ll be under a new unitary
board of 12 — 14 members with the BBC being responsible for appointing at least half of them. Ofcom will
become the external independent regulator, as recommended by an independent review.
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The Government expects the BBC to support the transition from analogue to digital radio and to strengthen
its partnerships with commercial radio and industry stakeholders. A decision on the digital switchover is
likely to be taken at some point during the next charter period and the Government would expect that the
BBC completes the final phase of its national DAB network so coverage is equal to that of FM.

BBC Nations services in Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland DAB coverage should also match FM
coverage. Appropriate enhancements should also be made to its local DAB coverage in England. There will
also need to be arrangements with third party organisations, as appropriate, to support the most vulnerable
listeners at risk of losing BBC radio services after a switchover.

There’s a new partnership with local news providers, which builds on proposals set out last September. This
is intended to support local democracy and includes 150 additional local news journalists.

The licence fee is to remain but will increase in line with inflation for 5 years from 2017/18. The charter
will also allow the BBC to pilot some elements of subscription in addition to their current services.

Bauer Faces Probe on TaKeovVer .....cccccvveiiiniiiieiiiniiieiiiaicinriseaccsnscsnsccnnces 13 May, 2016
Magic and Kiss FM owner, Bauer, is set to face a probe from competition regulators over its £40m-plus
takeover of local radio group Orion Media.

The UK’s second biggest commercial radio group is aiming to grow its presence in the Midlands snapping
up Orion’s portfolio of stations that include Gem 106 and Free Radio.

Paul Keenan, the chief executive of Bauer Media, has positioned the deal as “complementary” to its own
radio holdings in the Midlands and not a takeover to spark fears of a significant reduction in competition.
However, a previous ruling from the Competition and Markets Authority relating to Global Radio, the
UK’s biggest commercial radio group taking over the third biggest player, Smooth-owner GMG Radio,
suggests that Bauer looks likely to face a probe.

The 2013 ruling, which resulted in Global Radio having to sell off stations in a number of regions, states a
deal will be blocked in any region competition if a local area is reduced to just two main rivals.

Global Radio was not ordered to sell off any of it or GMG’s stations in the Midlands because the
competition authority said there were still two other main rivals: Bauer-owned Kerrang! and Orion-owned
stations.

The competition regulator said at the time: “The number of radio companies broadcasting across the area
would reduce from four to three with the competitors to the merged company (Global/GMG) being Orion’s
network of stations and Bauer’s Kerrang! station.”

The regulator also made passing reference to smaller players locally, UTV and Quidem, but the argument
that competition was healthy in the Midlands was almost totally based on the view of Orion as “a strong
competitor”. The deal trying to be pushed through by Bauer, which now has the Absolute brand instead of
Kerrang! in the Midlands, would eliminate Orion as a rival appearing to leave only Global as a serious
competitor.

Keenan argues against the regulator’s view making the point that Absolute is a national player and Orion is
local, so there is no lessening of competition on a local scale in the Midlands. “This acquisition essentially
brings into our business a local radio operation in the Midlands,” said Keenan. “We have one FM licence in
the region that we broadcast Absolute Radio on. Absolute is essentially a national service; Orion is a
significant local platform. From a competition standpoint, my view is there is no change in the competition
landscape.”

However, given the official stance taken in the Global/GMG ruling competition experts say it seems likely
the regulator will be prompted to scrutinise the Bauer deal. This is particularly likely in this case as it is
understood rivals are likely to write to the regulator about the deal, which in the past the regulator has acted
upon to launch at least a cursory probe. (www.guardianmedia.co.uk)

UKRD Research suggests listeners prefer local radio ...........ccccevviiniiiiiinnnnnne. 17 May, 2016
UKRD has revealed research into what people think of local radio and all but one said it’s important to be
locally based. Yes!” was the answer to the question ‘Is it a good thing that a local radio station is based in
the area it broadcasts to?’.

Dave Coull, the Group’s Content Director, confirmed that respondents had agreed that it was important that
a radio station was based in the area it broadcasts to. “Except one, all 1,753 surveyed agreed,” he said. “If
you genuinely want to produce proper local radio our listeners believe it’s better to be based in the area you
serve”

William Rogers, the Group’s Chief Executive, who announced the launch of Local Radio Day just ten days
ago, said that the presence of a local station within the area it broadcasts to is clearly something local
listener’s value because “they’ve made it clear that’s what they think.”

“Listeners are telling us that they want their local radio station to attend community events and address
local issues” said Rogers. “When you couple that with 92% of respondents confirming they’d even
campaign to save their local radio station should it be under threat of closure, the results are even more
conclusive.”

Whilst the FM frequency continues to be the most popular platform for local radio by some margin, the
need for it to be available across multiple platforms was also clear. The research confirmed that many
listeners now listen to their local radio station on a variety of digital platforms including DAB, mobile app
and online.

The importance of local news was highlighted in the research with 88% of respondents describing it as
either extremely important or important to them. Where listeners get their local news from was also
clarified. Those surveyed confirmed they are twice as likely to get their local news from their local radio
station, whether that be on-air or online, as they were from local newspapers (all platforms) and regional
TV (all platforms) combined.

On the 27th May some 40 local radio stations will be celebrating Local Radio Day, an initiative that will
see events, tours and community events all focused on representing “proper local radio” and the impact it
has on the communities it serves. “If other local radio stations would like to get involved we’d be delighted
to hear from them” said Rogers.

Betar Bangla Radio’s Children’s Hour, presented by two children, is in trouble with Ofcom for playing a
song containing 53 swear words.

And the song made it to air during the Sunday afternoon slot because the adult supervising the show was on
a prayer and toilet break. A single complaint was made to the regulator, resulting in an investigation about
the incident, which happened on February 21st 2016.

The Licensee expressed its “sincere apologies” for this “very unfortunate lapse on our part” and also
accepted that the programme breached Rules 1.14 and 1.16 of the Code.

Under opphold i Stone, rett sgr for Stoke-on-Trent, ga det seg anledning til a besgke BBC Radio
Stoke. Stasjonen er en av fortsatt mange lokale BBC-stasjoner som benytter mellombglgen, 1503
kHz med 1 kW fra senderen i Sideway like utenfor Hanley, en av Stoke s mange mindre bykjerner.
Denne senderen server ogsa Absolute Radio 1242 og Signal 2 pa 1170 kHz med hhv. 500 og
200w. BBC Stoke’s FM og DAB service skjer fra en sender vest for byen, Alsagers Bank, nar
universitetsbyen Newcastle-under-Lyme.

1503 er jo en regelmessig gjest i mine hodetelefoner i vinterhalvaret. Konkurranse kommer helst
fra RNE R.5 og, under mer spesielle forhold, fra Midtgsten. I sa mate hjelper det med en
Wellbrook ALA 100 som peker ca 240 gr.

Min rotarykontakt i Stone hadde avtalt besgk hos radiovert Stuart George pa BBC Stoke. Han
kjorer ettermiddagspasset 16.00-18.00 sammen med en kvinnelig kollega, Charlotte Foster, en
blanding av lokale nyheter, kommentarer og musikk. Vi fikk nesten en hel time sammen i hans
studio rett for sendingen. Han var selvsagt nysgjerrig pa hva som kunne friste en nordmann til a
lytte pa 1503 med — stort sett — middelmadig kvalitet sammenlignet med tilgjengelig streaming fra
internett.

Botswana

Botswana has a large land mass. As a result, in sparsely populated areas of the country, it is not possible to
provide a regular supply of newspapers and other publications. Telephone service may also not exist. Radio
broadcasting has become the only regular link connecting some of these areas to the rest of the country.
There are now two state radio channels providing radio service to the public. These are Radio Botswana 1
(RB1) and Radio Botswana 2 (RB2)

RADIO BOTSWANA 1 (RB 1)

Formerly known as Radio Bechuanaland before the country attained its independence, RB 1 is simply
called Radio Botswana by most citizens of Botswana.

When Radio Bechuanaland began to transmit in 1965, it was inheriting a one-kilowatt medium wave
transmitter from the veterinary department of the out-going colonial government based at Mafeking. The
transmitter had been used for communications among veterinary field staff within a 20-mile radius since
World War IL

Shortly before independence, three more transmitters were acquired so that Radio Bechuanaland would be
able to prepare Batswana during the run-up to independence. Since then, more and better equipment has
been made available, and its operation time has increased from a mere one and half-hours to the present 18
hours a day.

Radio Botswana established a newsroom in the early 1970's and the number news bulletins were increased
from one to four a day. Today, bulletins are available every hour.

The station is made up of two sections, namely Culture and Entertainment (programmes), and News and
Current Affairs. The News and Current Affairs programmes such as Around-the-World-Today, Masa-a-
asele/Morning Show, and Tatediso-ya-Dikgang/Newsreel. Newsreel and the Morning Show are mainly
composed of local current affairs issues. Around-the-World-Today, on the other hand, features international
current affairs.

The Culture and Entertainment Section of RB 1 is responsible for the general programmes and features
cultural themes, music and drama. Most of the programmes are designed to educate the public, especially
about government programmes, but also to entertain.

Cura, Aragua 570 kHz. Kortvagsfrekvenserna
4970 och 9660 slogs ocksa ut.

Att man nu efter manga ars tynande tillvaro aterutsinder Voz da Libertacdo (La Voz de la
Liberacion) beror sdkerligen pa att intdkterna behovs. Det en gang sa rika Venezuela &r idag ett
land i djup politisk och ekonomisk kris. De en gang sa starka mellanvagssindarna har nu blivit

sillsynta géster pa bandet.

KWBG AM 1590 is a single AM station located in Boone, Iowa. Our
owner is a small radio group, Riverfront Broadcasting, Iowa.
Riverfront owns other stations in Iowa and also in South Dakota.

Boone, Iowa 1s located west of Ames, Iowa, the home of Iowa State
University. Boone is home to a campus of Des Moines Area Community
College which offers two-year degrees as well as vocational
opportunities. Boone'’s population is 12,600 and really hasn’t
changed very much for quite some time. A grocery store chain,
Fareway Stores, began in Boone and now has over a hundred stores in
Iowa and neighboring states.
