Undersea Expedition Planned to Retrieve Titanic's Radio Gear

The company with sole rights to salvage artifacts from the RMS Titanic has gone to court to gain permission
to carry out a "surgical removal and retrieval” of the Marconi radio equipment on the ship, a Washington Post
article reports. The Titanic sank in 1912 on its maiden voyage after striking an iceberg in the North Atlantic.
As the radio room filled with water, radio operator Jack Phillips transmitted, "Come at once. We have struck
a berg. It'sa CQD, old man," and other frantic messages for help, using the spark transmitter on board. CQD
was ultimately replaced with SOS -- which Phillips also used -- as the universal distress call. The passenger
liner RMS Carpathia responded and rescued 705 of the passengers.

As might be expected, the deteriorating Marconi equipment is
in poor shape after more than a century under water. The
undersea retrieval would mark the first time an artifact was
collected from within the Titanic, which many believe should
remain undisturbed as the final resting place of some 1,500
victims of the maritime disaster, including Phillips. The wreck
sits on the ocean floor some 2 1/2 miles beneath the surface,
remaining undiscovered until 1985.

A just-signed treaty between the UK and the US grants both
countries authority to allow or deny access to the wreck and to
remove items found outside the vessel. "This momentous
agreement with the United States to preserve the wreck means
it will be treated with the sensitivity and respect owed to the
final resting place of more than 1,500 lives," British Transport
and Maritime Minister Nusrat Ghani said in a statement.

The request to enter the rapidly disintegrating wreck was filed in US District Court in Eastern Virginia by
RMS Titanic, Inc. of Atlanta, Georgia, which said that it hopes to restore the Titanic radio transmitter to
operating condition, if it is allowed to go forward.

The company plans to use a manned submarine to reach the wreck and then deploy a remotely controlled sub
that would perforate the hull and retrieve the radio equipment.

“In my blog posted in the summeer of 2017, | explained the BBC’s plans for local radio and the reasons for
the closure of some of our medium wave transmitters - which happened in January last year. This was the
first stage of putting into action a plan that the BBC originally announced in 2011. Starting in February 2020,
and completing in mid-2020, we will be moving on to the next stage of the plan, closing a further 18 medium
wave transmitters across England, Scotland and Wales. There is a list of services affected at the end of this
blog post.

My earlier blog post explained why we are closing some local medium wave transmitters, but | wanted to
recap again here. The majority of radio listening in the UK - including to the BBC - is now digital, and digital
listening is continuing to grow. We want to make our services available to you when and how you want them,
but it’s also right that the BBC continues to ensure that the ways we distribute our services represent good
value for money for you, the licence fee payer.

The BBC is committed to a digital future for radio, and in the past few years we have funded local DAB
expansion, made all local radio stations available on digital terrestrial TV (such as Freeview), and we have
transformed our online and mobile offering with BBC Sounds. Together with FM (which has recently been
expanded for Radio Wales), these ways of receiving our stations now make up the great majority of listening,
and as a result continuing to transmit these services on medium wave would no longer represent good value
for money.

This change was planned as long ago as 2011, but we have taken a measured approach to implementing it to
ensure that as many of you as possible have already moved on to other ways of receiving the services before
we make this change. We know that the changes will impact some of you, and that’s why we’re speaking
about the plans again now. We want to make sure that people listening to these transmissions will be able to
use other methods to hear the same programmes.

All stations which will be affected will continue to be on FM and digital outputs (such as DAB, digital
television, or online). For most people, re-tuning their radios or cars to FM or DAB is likely to be the simplest
solution.

Vi fick for ett bra tag sedan reda pa att vi behovde ta
ned en del av dessa tva antenner for att det skulle
avverkas pa det smala skiftet som dgs av den kande
skidakaren Jérgen Brink.

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‘Everybody’s in Revolt’: How One Radio Station Fought
IHeartMedia Cuts — and Won

On Tuesday, most of Andy Fales’ friends at work were laid off.

Fales holds down one-half of “Murph and Andy,” a sports talk radio show that airs every afternoon on Des
Moines, lowa’s KXNO. That morning, Fales rolled into work, like numerous iHeartMedia employees
around the country, only to find out that the company had cut a large number of employees in the name

of “transforming ... operating structure.”

“The thing that pisses me off is that stuff (like this) happens and people say, ‘Well, you know, it’s corporate
America, this is how it goes,” Fales says. “That’s BS. You can understand that without accepting it. It’s not
right.”

So Fales and his co-host, Keith Murphy, took a stand: Even though their show wasn’t among those being
cut, they told their boss — and their thousands of followers on Twitter and Facebook — that they weren’t
going to go on the air that day. It was intended mainly as a gesture of solidarity with their laid-off
colleagues; they didn’t expect it to have much impact, but at least they would go down swinging.
Surprisingly, listeners and sponsors rallied around Fales and Murphy, and on Thursday, in a Hollywood-
ready about-face, iHeartMedia re-hired all six of the laid-off employees.

The Two Biggest Pop Radio Stations Barely Played Lil Nas X’s ”"Old Town Road”

The KXNO story represents a rare happy ending in a brutal week for radio. Estimates of the number of
layoffs at iHeartMedia vary from hundreds to more than 1,000. (The company declined to comment on the
total number of cuts this week.) In an email to employees, iHeartMedia said “there will be some employee
dislocation - some by geography and some by function - which is the unfortunate price we pay to
modernize the company.” In a subsequent statement, iHeartMedia said “the number (of cuts) is relatively
small given our overall employee base of 12,500.”

Radio programmers say the KXNO episode illustrates the senseless nature of the iHeartMedia layoffs. The
shows that were cut in Des Moines were highly rated locally, and at least one of the employees who got laid
off was making minimum wage, which means that removing his salary from the books wouldn’t even
amount to a rounding error in iHeartMedia’s bottom line. (At least two other iHeartMedia employees who
lost their jobs this week said their stations were highly rated in key demographics.)

Nor is nationally syndicated programming likely to be an adequate replacement for locally pertinent content
of the type offered by KXNO. “We don’t have any national teams, but there are a lot of very passionate
sports fans,” Fales says. “They like having a local channel that talks about the University of lowa (and)
lowa State. When that was going to be taken away by a bunch of guys in some office in some faraway city,
that pissed everyone off. People can’t get this somewhere else.”
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Fales and Murphy’s campaign also serves as a potential playbook for rebelling against an arbitrary
corporate mandate and emerging victorious. As soon as Fales found out his colleagues were cut, he started
texting with Murphy, who was on an overdue vacation with his wife in Cancun. “We just decided, we’re
not going back on the air today,” Fales says. “It felt like being a scab crossing a picket line.”

iHeartMedia’s email explaining the rationale behind the mass layoffs only exacerbated the “Murph and
Andy” hosts’ frustration. “It was one euphemism after another,” Fales says. “You’re replacing something
successful with something that is not gonna be successful and calling that progress.”

It didn’t take long for KXNO’s sponsors to find out what had happened to their beloved radio personalities
and rally behind them. By Wednesday, Fales and Murphy had compiled a list of more than a dozen
businesses, including the nearby BMW dealership, Confluence Brewing Company, and more, who were
ready to stop spending money on KXNO ads. “At a small radio station, that means a lot,” Fales says.
“Everybody’s in full revolt; all these sponsors were gonna leave. That would be a crippling blow (to the
station’s profits).”

At the same time, the fate of the KXNO radio personalities became a topic of heated discussion on social
media. Fales and Murphy have more than 110,000 followers across their various Twitter accounts. “For Des
Moines, we’ve got a lot [of followers], and we’re active,” Fales says. “And we have a lot of listeners who
have pretty good followings of their own. You hit the right nerve (and) people get out there.”

And the story of the layoffs at KXNO hit a nerve. As word spread online, many listeners announced their
intention to take their patronage elsewhere. In response to a post from Murphy on Facebook, a user named
William Gilly Halling declared that “KXNO won’t be on my dial unless you and the crew are back on.” “I
already deleted my iHeartRadio app because I have no use for it anymore,” added a user named Chris
Eirikson. Adam Kalwishky echoed these sentiments: “I’ve already taken KXNO off of my presets.”

Fales and Murphy were ready to switch jobs, to pitch their show to another radio station or try to break in to
the newly lucrative world of podcasting. But the furor in Des Moines caught the attention of iHeartMedia’s
corporate center, which spoke with KXNO’s management about reinstating the men and women who had
been laid off on Wednesday. The following day, the station announced that the cut employees would regain
their jobs.

Not only that, the station will have new reach going forward: “It’s a 5,000-watt AM station, and now we’re
gonna be (simulcast) on a 25,000-watt FM station,” Fales explains. “That means more opportunities for ad
sales and endorsements. It’s quite a step up.”

Joel McCrea, who serves as general manager of KXNO, did not respond to a request for comment. But he
chimed in on the station’s official Twitter account. “I heard you,” he told KXNQO’s followers on Thursday
afternoon. “I made a mistake. They are all coming back on Tuesday morning at six!”

“I’m delighted to learn that there are some people that are willing to admit that they’re wrong [and] are
willing to go back and apologize,” Fales says. “I think it’s fantastic. | think it’s really human.”

Andrew Downs, the station’s cut-then-reinstated program director, also declined to comment. But on
Twitter, he wrote that “people make mistakes ... and when they do, the best you can hope for is a sincere
apology and [an] effort to make things right.”

“I’m glad iHeartRadio locally and nationally saw the error of gutting KXNO,” Downs added.

Unfortunately, many employees in Des Moines-sized cities around the country were not as lucky as Downs
and his five colleagues. “Something has value to a community because the community feels connected to
it,” says Fales, reflecting on the importance of local radio. “If you get rid of that and start running nationally
syndicated programming or constant music without a local DJ talking about local events, the people aren’t
connected to that, and they don’t have any reason to keep shopping there.” “It’s like an empty avenue,” he
adds, “that doesn’t have a soul.”

First of all let’s welcome Mr. Bill Harms in Spokane, Washington. | understand you used to have our bulletin
earlier? You are always welcome to join us again. Bill published a few of his QSL cards in the ARC Facebook
group and here are some examples.

WLW was the brainchild of Powel Crosley Jr. and his Crosley Manufacturing Company was granted a license
for broadcasting on 833 kHz (360 m.) in March 1922. At the time there were two channels available in the
AM broadcasting (MW) band: 833 kHz for entertainment and 619 kHz (485 m.) for weather and market
reports. In June 1927 WLW moved to 700 kHz where it has been broadcasting ever since. In 1934 the station
was awarded a license for 500 kW, becoming the world’s first super power station. However, this didn’t last
long due to interference caused to other stations. Today WLW is owned by iHeart Media, running a news/talk
format.

September 16th, 1976 is a memorable day for me. Early in the year, | had heard Newfoundland
station CFNW on 790 kHz at home base. The station did not have own programming, but the weather
forecast | heard came from CFCB in Corner Brook NL on 570.

| sent a reception report, and 8 months later | received the nice verification letter (see copy in this
issue). It was signed by Dr. Noel Murphy, President of Humber Valley Broadcasting Co., suggesting
a meeting in Oslo a fortnight after! Back to that in a minute.

In 1959, Murphy with his group had founded the Humber Valley Broadcasting Company with
Murphy, a village doctor becoming the new corporation's president. In 1960, the company opened
CFCB and had 10 AM/FM stations by 1975. Murphy hosted a Christmas morning show for 47 years
on his stations in which he phoned Newfoundlanders abroad and contacted communities named
Newfoundland.

The communications bug was in Murphy’s blood. His grandfather started VONF Radio on Medium
and Shortwave in St. John’s NF (the station became CBN in 1949 when the British Colony formally
became part of Canada) and also founded the Avalon Telephone Company.

CFNW licensed to the village of Port-Aux-Choix in Western Newfoundland began broadcasting as
a rebroadcaster of the "mother” on January 29, 1972.

On April 2, 2001 Newcap Inc. acquired all the Humber Valley AM and FM stations.

In 2011 the CFNW antenna at 50°42'00.0"N 57°24'00.0"W was brought down by wind and ice and
the station had to operate through a temporary one with much lower power. The station by now also
found itself inside a National Park. So in 2012 the CRTC approved the application to amend the AM
licence in order to operate an FM transmitter on 96,7 mHz.

Other Humber Valley Stations in the log:

CFCB Corner Brook, NL 570 heard occasionally, 10 kW since 2014.
CFSX Stephenville, NL 870 rare

On February 12th, 1990 at 0742 the CFCB stream was heard on 1230 with the slogan: "We’re
playing the hits you wanna hear, 5-70 CFCB”. CFGN Port-Aux-Basques NL and CFLN Goose Bay
NL run the same program feed on 1230, but I think this was Labrador as no other stations were heard
from NL which is very unusual. At any rate very rare, but the 1230 station was the very last received
and identified by my Hammarlund SP600 JX1 in 1990 before lightning struck and the receiver was
put out of action.

By the way: The stations founded by Dr. Murphy and friends all had call letters starting with ”"CF”

that means "Coming From”! So CFNW is "Coming From North to West” (because of the station’s
north and west directional pattern).
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-Upon arriving in Oslo Dr. Murphy left a
message for the little student at Menighets-
fakultetet asking me to meet him at the posh city
Hotel Continental, so there | was trying to be
“host” only to discover | was the guest of the
famous Doctor and Radio Man from Western
Newfoundland. A very nice afternoon followed
which also included a stroll in Frognerparken!
Dr. Murphy, a Roman Catholic did not hesitate
to invite the Norwegian Student back in the
fold”!

Many Scandinavians have heard radio stations from this British Overseas Territory in the North Atlantic
Ocean through the years. You might take a look in the new edition of North American verifications collated
by Tore B Vik and found at the link below.

960 kHz ZFB-1 Capital Bc Co was first heard in 1964 by Rolf Mong while 1235/1230 kHz ZBM1 (later
ZFB) and 1340 ZBM2 kHz Bermuda Broadcasting first was logged in 1962 by the late Ellmann Ellingsen.
From the mid-80s, it was the newer Defontes stations that became most common (1450, 1280 and 1160 kHz).

The split frequency 1235 Khz as ZBM1 was by far the easiest one being an almost nightly guest, while ZFB1
960 also was heard a couple of times at sunrise relaying VOA in Washington. In 1971 the attached card
arrived in my mailbox from the PD Mrs. Shirley Dill who was kind enough to verify my 1970 Christmas
reception of ZBM1.

ZBM2 1340 kHz "The Pacesetter" was also a possible catch, also heard by Rolf. As to myself, in the fall of
1967 | heard here in Western Norway what was apparently this station a couple of times, such as October
21st. Many mentions of "Hamilton" led me first to believe it was a Canadian station inexperienced as | was,
also with the inferior dial reading of an otherwise good domestic radio, the Vega Clipper Super Airmaster.

There was a dj on with "The Hey Joe" radio show, plugging Peter, Paul & Mary's "I dig Rock n' Roll Music".
At any rate, ZBM2 was heard again 1969, 1971, and 1972.

Reported inactive by
WRTH in 2012.
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Capital Broadcasting, Pembroke:
ZFB 960 kHz, heard by Rolf Mong 1964 with a few logs after that, merged with Bermuda Broadcasting 1982
and closed, call letters moved to 1230.

De Fontes Broadcasting

started in the Summer of 1980 and shortly afterwards a strong signal was heard on 1450 kHz at sunrise often
blocking NA and CA/SA Stations carrying Transtar Country out of Colorado but with no local IDs, just
silence in local gates. A lot of "detective” work with Transtar told me they had an affiliate in Hamilton,
Bermuda on that channel. This resulted in a QSL letter and sticker from the man himself, Kenny De Fontes!

Kenny De Fontes retired in 2014 and his radio stations ceased broadcasting at the end of September 2015.
Transmitting tower on Lodge Point Lane, Ireland Island South, Sandys.

1160 VSB3 BBC World Service - Closed May 2015 due to transmitter maintenance issues and loss of
sponsorship. Heard again 2016.

1280 VSB2, relay of BBN Bible Broadcasting Network in Nashville, TN continued after Defontes closed
down, sponsored, by a local church group. Verified 2017 by Hans @stnell and 2018 by Jari Lethinen.

1450 VVSB1 brief restart end of 2015, then went dark.

Government Emergency Radio 1610 is listed by some from Sandys. Not active?

(Utsjoki, Finland) early 1974. It moved to current 900 kHz in 1982. KMV has been its callsign since 2013.

Italy, CKBI, KZPA 1 finally was able to get good copy of KMVI with ESPN Maui ID 0957Z and another
local reference at 1028z.
