According to Canada Post’s Details magazine for collectors, the radio program
came from Marconi Wireless Telegraph Company’s studios in Montréal, Quebec, and was a closed broadcast
for a Royal Society of Canada gathering at the Chateau Laurier hotel in Ottawa, Ontario.

BBC Local radio "Make a DIfference” ..........coooiiiiiiiiiiii i e e 23 April, 2020
The BBC Local Radio Make a Difference campaign has had over 300,000 listeners calling or texting into
their local station in the first 30 days.

Listeners across the country have been getting in touch with calls for help, to share their stories of good news
and with endless offers of support for those in need.

The campaign has also provided an opportunity for people to get in touch with information about their
fantastic fundraising efforts, with one story going viral.

BBC Three Counties Radio first reported on the story that’s captured the nation of Captain Tom Moore who
set out to do 100 laps of his garden before he turns 100 on April 30, and in doing so raise money for the NHS.
His target was £1000 and he has to date raised over £30 million.

BBC Local radio share News QULPUL ..........ooiiiii i e 28 April, 2020
The BBC is to allow local commercial stations to broadcast news bulletins produced by any of its 39 local
radio stations in England and the BBC’s national stations in Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland. The
announcement follows requests from some stations who have struggled to deliver a full news offer due to
pressures imposed by the coronavirus crisis. The offer is for an initial four-week period and is open to those
stations who cannot produce their own local news due to staff illness or isolation.

Ken MacQuarrie, Director, BBC Nations and Regions, said: “We have been approached by a number of
stations asking for help and we want to support the local commercial radio sector at this difficult time. It’s
now more important than ever that reliable news is widely available, but some local commercial stations may
see their newsroom disrupted by the impact of the coronavirus and in those instances we’re offering to make
our local news bulletins available to them.”

The move follows the Memorandum of Understanding the BBC recently reached with the Community Media
Association, an umbrella organisation for 300 community radio stations, which means community stations
can use content from the BBC’s local radio stations. (Prolific North)

Commercial Radio News

Commercial Stations 10 ClOSE? .....viei it e 14 April, 2020
The Chair of the All-Party Parliamentary Group On Commercial Radio has written to ministers calling for
special support for commercial radio stations in the UK during the COVID-19 pandemic, warning that some
stations could close if such support is not forthcoming.

There have been a number of reports in recent weeks showing that radio listening is up as a result of the
COVID-19 shutdown, in many cases to the detriment of the streaming services. 1t’s assumed that the human
element of radio has become more important to audiences as the pandemic has heightened, plus people are
seeking more regular news updates.

Some have speculated that this means the COVID-19 pandemic could ultimately be good news for a radio
sector that has lost listeners and listening hours to online services in recent years, especially among younger
consumers. The logic goes that radio stations might be able to recruit long-term new listeners via their
COVID-19 programming.

However, in the same way that the commercial success of the premium streaming services is linked to
subscription sales not consumption levels (mitigating the impact of any short-term listening dip), commercial
radio stations are entirely dependent on advertising sales, so that more listeners doesn’t necessarily mean
more money.
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In the short term the advertising market is wobbling as a result of COVID-19, hence the concerns of the
APPG On Commercial Radio. In letters to the Treasury, Cabinet Office and Department Of Digital, Culture,
Media & Sport, it reports that many radio stations have seen ad sales fall significantly since the COVID-19
shutdown began.

Those local radio stations still independently owned have been worse hit, as they are more reliant on ad sales
to small local businesses which are either shut entirely at the moment, or facing severe cash flow challenges
meaning things like advertising are on hold.

Specific support the government could provide, the APPG says, includes relief on high fixed transmission
costs, an extension of current financial schemes to commercial broadcasters and an increase in spend on radio
advertising by government departments.

Noting that the public service role of even the most commercial music radio stations increases during things
like the COVID-19 pandemic, Carter added: “The APPG recognises the significant public value provided by
broadcasters and so it is right that ministers review ways in which they can support the stations across the
country which have millions of listeners relying on them for vital news and information”.

1548 kHz carrying Radio City Talk will be switched off in the next few weeks (May 30th) as owner Bauer
Media announce the station's closure on late spring. This frequency carried Radio City from 1974 via
Rainford before moving the transmitter site to Bebington in around 1990. The licence is being handed back
to Ofcom after it was realised the station is no longer financially viable.

100 Stations Could CIOSE? ... .oeie ittt e e e e 23 April, 2020
Many community radio stations are uniting to urge the Government to take notice of their plea for financial
help.

They’ve been writing to their local MPs to ask for support, and so far 25 Members of Parliament have signed
a joint letter sent to Oliver Dowden, Secretary of State for Digital, Culture Media and Sport to ask for
emergency assistance.

It comes as the Community Media Association warns around 100 — or up to one-third of community radio
stations could close due to the coronavirus.

Danny Lawrence, Chairman of the CMA explains more: “We are extremely concerned that the Government
will allow up to one-third, by our own estimates, of the UK’s 296 community radio stations to fail. Talks so
far have centred around using the existing Community Radio Fund worth £400,000 to support up to 296
Ofcom-licensed stations.

This is in the light of the £45 million support package offered to the newspaper industry only last week. A
relatively small amount of additional funding for the community radio sector will go a long way to support
stations keeping their communities connected and informed during the crisis.” (www.radiotoday.co.uk)

Vancouver BC —was planned to be on air testing at the end of April. As of going to press,
no reports of actual tests could be found. (MWC May/June 2020)

St Catharines ON now has until October 20 2020 to complete testing, after they requested,
and were granted, an extension due to potential COVID-19-related delays in the construction
and equipping of studio facilities, after falling behind on tower installation. Power during
initial testing, which began in mid-February, has been confirmed as 1 kW non-directional.
No word yet on full 10 kW directional testing. CRTC approval of Radio Dhun's purchase of
CFAJ in October 2017 indicates that there were no physical assets at the time. A Classic Hits
format, covering music from 1970 to 2010, is still planned, but the license does allow up to
15% non-English programming.

CKDY-AM has been off the air since February 26 when a copper and computer theft
occurred, and some of the replacement parts were not easily obtainable.

Toronto ON — applied to increase power to 10 kW from the current 6250 watts, using the
existing 150" tall guyed mast with an easterly guy wire operating as a passive radiator to
provide a null to protect 1 kW CHRN-1610 Montréal QC, WEHH-1600 Elmira Heights-
Horseheads NY and CKDO-1580 Oshawa ON. The application proposes to adjust the
directional pattern if a station is again licensed to 1600 to replace the former 10 kw CHNR
Simcoe ON. Saving the cost of running two towers reduces CHHA's signal by 30% according
to the application's Technical Brief.

Enligt uppgift skall det i Nordamerikas Forenta stater finnas upp emot 500 broadcastingstationer, alla dock
ingalunda stadende pa samma niva. Bland de bésta, jag varit i tillfalle att lyssna pa, markas trenne i New York:
WEAF & taket till American Telegraph Companys skyskrapa vid 195 Broadway, uppsatt av Western Electric,
och WJY och WJZ, likaledes & taket till en skyskrapa, Aeolian Hall, vid 42:dra gatan.

De bada senare stationerna dgas av Radio Corporation of America och dro synnerligen forstklassigt inredda.
Men en verklig broadcastingstation &r ej en standardvara: att levereras, uppséttas och sedan drivas under
samma former dag ut och dag in. Den blir mer eller mindre en experimentstation, dar olika metoder och
anordningar prévas och forbattringar vidtagas. Sa var fallet med Londons broadcastingstation ZLO, sa ar
kanske i d&nnu hogre grad fallet med den stora amerikanska firman General Electrics station i Schenectady,
c:a 250 km norr om New York.

Stationsbyggnaden ar beldgen & taket till ett av de manga verkstadshusen. Aven de 50 meter higa torn, som
uppbéra antennen, aro placerade a detta tak, 30 meter dver marken. Antennen ar av Alexanderssons
multipelavstamda typ med tvenne nedledningar och c:a 65 meter lang. Stationen har en for dylikt &ndamal
relativt stor effekt (5 kilowatt).

Bilden lamnar en interior av stationen. Langst till hoger (ndgot rymd av den i forgrunden forsankte unge
mannen) synes den stéllning som uppbar likriktaranordningen, d.v.s. de ror,6 till antalet, som likrikta den
hogspéanda vaxelstrommen till hogspand likstrom att appliceras a sandare- och moduleringsrorens anoder.

Sjalva sandarroret, ett enda a 5 kilowatt, som alstrar de hogfrekventa svangningar vilka sedan fran antennen
utstralas i form av elektromagnetiska vagor av 380 meters langd och &ro barare av talet och musiken, synes
a bildens mitt, alldeles till hoger om de bada spiralspolarna. Langst till vanster markas 5 ror & 1 kilowatt var,
alla parallellkopplade. Det ar de s.k. moduleringsroren, med vilkas hjalp talstrommarna pressas pa de av
séndarroret alstrade hdgfrekventa svangningarna.
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Till moduleringsanordningen hor dven ett sjatte ror, a 1 kilowatt (ej synligt pa bilden), som tjanstgér som
forstarkare for talstrommarna, innan de inkomma till moduleringsréren. De nyssnamnda spiralspolarna inga;

"Studion”, d.v.s. det rum, dér sjalva underhallningen utfores, och kontrollrummet med forstarkrapparaten
ligga i en annan byggnad, c:a 1 km fran sandarstationen, dit flera kablar leda. Musikrummet &r ett stort (7x10
meter), val ljudisolerat rum, innehallande férutom 6vriga instrument dven en stor orgel och flygel.

Mikrofonen for ljudets uppfangande ar placerad pa sjalva flygeln. Kontakten i vaggen inkopplar mikrofonen
till kontrollrummet. Detta &r beldget vagg i vagg med musikrummet — en dorr leder in till detsamma. Den &r
forsedd med glasrutor, s att kontrollpersonalen kan se, vad som forsiggar i musikrummet.

I kontrollrummet finnas de forstarkningsanordningar, som &ro nodvandiga for att fA den svaga
mikrofonstrommen tillracklig stark att paverka den kraftiga sandaren. Forstarkningen &r tredubbel.

Langst bort i rummet finns en tavla med kopplingsanordningar. Till densamma dro intagna de olika
mikrofoner, som finnas i musikrummet, de olika forstarkarna i kontrollrummet samt de utgaende ledningarna
till sandningsstationen. Kontrollpersonalen foljer konserten, andrar forstarkningen, om sa kraves, och vaxlar
mikrofoner allt efter behov. I kontrollrummet finnes dven en mottagare for uppfangande av tidssignaler, vilka
omedelbart vidarebefordras per rundradio.

Jag blev inbjuden nérvara vid en konsert. Nar den for densamma utsatta tiden ndrmade sig, tandes i
musikrummet en gron lampa, antydande att sandningsstationen var fullt klar for start. P4 den angivna tiden
radde “anmalaren” fram till sin mikrofon, meddelade vilken station det var som sande och vad som skulle
séndas. Dérefter lade han 6ver en omkastare, varvid den mikrofon som skulle anvéndas vid konserten (i detta
fall en s.k. dubbelbotten-kolmikrofon fast & ett jarnstativ ungefar en meter fran flygeln), kopplades in.
Samtidigt tdndes en réd lampa, angivande ett observandum till de nérvarande: fullkomlig tystnad! Det
musiknummer som foljde, liksom underhallningen i 6vrigt, stod pa en hog niva. Det var kanske nagot béttre
an vanligt, svarades det vid en forfragan, men det talde att prutas pa en sula. Det ar ej sma kostnader, som
nedlaggas pa goda program vid de battre broadcastingstationerna.

Licensed to Hagétiia, Guam, United States, KTWG serves Guam and Marianas Islands. It is broadcasting
from Asan on 801 kHz with 10000 watts.

It is possible to hear it on Arctic SDR during the winter months together with island colleagues KUAM-630
and KGNU-567. Also two low-powered stations in the island are listed, KUSG-1350 and KVOG-1530.
Guam earlier also had an AFRS Station with the call letters WXLI.

Sensing the need for a Christian radio ministry on Guam, international missionary broadcaster Trans World
Radio Pacific (TWR) planted KTWG. It received its CP in 1975 and went on air in 1976 initially on 770 kHz.
It moved to 800 kHz in the summer of 1978 and to 801 with the Geneva Plan November 1978.

Itis branded as KTWG AM800 RADIO "The Station that wants you to Know The Word of God”. The slogan
is "Cornerstone 800”.

It is currently owned by Edward H. Poppe, Jr. and Frances W. Poppe.

The station's studios were originally located in a trailer atop Mt. Tenjo Vista. Since 1981 at 1868 Halsey
Drive, Nimitz Hill, Piti, Guam, co-located with FM-stations KSTO 95.5 (AC) KISH 102.9 (Chamorro).
These commercial FMs are also owned by the Poppes through Inter-1sland Communications.

(In 1976 TWR went on the air with its massive 100,000-watt shortwave transmitters in Merizo, with a signal
reaching across Asia and Africa.)

Because KTWG is a non profit station, it is completely dependent upon its listeners for financial support.
So when in 2003 the old Gates MW transmitter needed to be changed by 2005 a new 10000 watt transmitter
was fully paid for by the generous response of donors.

In 2010 long needed work was done to the 325 feet broadcasting tower/antenna. A dedicated team of
volunteers spent 8 weekends in the very warm sunshine helping to get things in tip-top shape. A heavy
lightening storm had damaged the tower and ad-hoc solutions were needed before replacement parts could
be built and shipped. Also, after years in the tropical sun and rain, the tower needed quite a bit of structural
repair. Rusty shackles and braces were replaced and the entire tower scraped to remove rust so that the
surface could be repainted. Also an efficient Unipole was installed.

KTWG wants to increase its "reach” in Micronesia, such as to Yap and Chuuk.

Already in 2003 a simulcast on KCNM-1080 on Garapan,Saipan (now closed) was implemented.
KTWG describes its format like this:

Guam is a U.S. island territory in Micronesia, in the Western Pacific. It’s distinguished by tropical beaches,
Chamorro villages and ancient latte-stone pillars.

Guam’s WWII significance is on view at the War in the Pacific National Historical Park, whose sites include
Asan Beach, a former battlefield. The island’s Spanish colonial heritage is evident in Fort Nuestra Sefiora de
la Soledad, atop a bluff in Umatac.(Google)
